PLANNING BOARD

Village of East Syracuse

February 10, 2009
Chairperson Ronald Gustafson called the regularly scheduled meeting of the Village of East Syracuse Planning Board for Tuesday, February 10, 2009 to order at 7:10PM.
Present:  Planning Board members:  Bernie Ment, Robert Murphy, Richard (Dick) Robb,  Pamela (Bonnie) Palmer, Claire Johnson, and Chairperson Ron Gustafson.  Also present:  Village Engineer Tom Compoli, Code Enforcement Officer Frank Stirpe, and Village Clerk Patricia J. Derby.

Patrick White, owner of Interlock Management attends regarding proposed development 324/326 West Second Street.

Site Plan Review 
326 West Second Street

Tax map # 009-06-09 and 009-06-10

Applicant returns following informal review in January.  In January advised that re-submit application, revise SEQR application, and await Village Engineer comments.  Application was referred to Onondaga County due to proximity to NYS Interstate.
Proposal is for development of 326 West Second Street only at this time.  Propose construction of 2688 sf warehouse with metal clad siding and roof for storage of landscape equipment.

WM Engineer comments, dated January 14, 2009 note requirement of Storm Water Pollution Prevention Plan (SWPPP), OCWA to install waterline, and sewer & pump.  Retained PLS Engineers to assist with preparing SWPPP.
Tom Compoli noted that Health Department will also want to see details on sewer and injection pump.  Sewer needs to be marked on plans. Correspondence, dated January 20, 2009 offered comments from DPW Superintendent and proposed sketch for sewer an alternative for grinder pump.

Pat White reported that Patricia Electric is working on lumens plan, with PLS Engineers.

Onondaga County Planning recommends modifications to include: Co. Health Department approval of sewer and water extensions, engineering study to be verified by NYS DOT regarding mitigation plan for stormwater runoff.

Discussed procedure for OCWA waterline installation.  Can show on plans as “to be installed by OCWA”.  Tom Compoli recalls that water terminated in 1977.  OCWA will restore to right of way.  Applicant can connect to there.  Plans should also show utilities, including gas.
Code Enforcement Officer Frank Stirpe asked that handicap parking be shown, including loading lane. Plan shows seven (7) parking spaces, with two diagonal. 

Review landscaping, noting proposed trees along back of lot.  Asking that curbing be included to direct traffic in driving and parking lanes, and to prevent vehicles from driving/parking in lawn areas.
Directed to show 6 ft. fencing for screen around dumpster.

Planning Board member Dick Robb inquired about elevations.  Show at 412.  May need to shim for pitch is at least 6”.  Need to clarify and remove 411.5 contour.  Proposing pavers flush with asphalt.  Propose level at 411.75.

Getting closer, but still work to do.  Need SWPPP’s submitted to NYS DOT and Co. Planning.  Lehr needs to show elevations, as well as utilities and water, and handicap parking. 

WM Engineers letter dated February 4th outlines stormwater report submittal, sewer & water lines, silt fence, lumen plan, and parking.

Pat White commented on condition of utility poles – lean so bad need guide wire.
Will return to Planning Board in March.  Must have changes to Village by February 26th for County Planning review at their meeting on March 10th.  Will advise County that Village Planning meets the same day, to see if can provide their comments for this meeting.   Once Planning Board completes review, Board of Trustees must approve. Could schedule hearing at meeting on March 16th for public hearing on April 6th.  

OTHER BUSINESS
Chairperson Gustafson continued discussion regarding resolution to require applications submitted 10 days prior to meeting to be included on agenda.  Object to wording of resolution “as a courtesy to the Planning Board”.

Dick Robb offered to draft new resolution, removing the phrase “as a courtesy …” and clarifying the extent of review that can be entertained if attend meeting without 10 day notice or inclusion on agenda.

Discussed problems with offering opinion without time to review and prepare. Costly for some applicant to return, revise plans, and bring expert.  
Suggested that discussed further with Planning & Zoning Attorney.

Planning Board currently has no rules for procedure. Looking to make process clearer and more efficient.  Not efficient to have applicants come in when cannot offer informed comment. Important that applicant can know what to expect.
Differ over how much comment should be made without prior submittal.

Planning Board member Bernie Ment, proposed that rule be rescinded, until re-phrased.  Proposal died for lack of second. Will stand until revised. 

Key Bank
Code Enforcement Officer Frank Stirpe advised that Key Bank has withdrawn application concerning replacement canopy. Object to DOT and second curb cut closer to traffic light being eliminated.

Key Bank attorney of opinion that only replacing, with no structural impact.  Submitted application for building permit.

Proposing to proceed without site plan review or County Planning and NYS involvement. Suggested that if this Board has comment may include that with replacement work under building permit.

Planning Board interested in having sidewalk restored, striping of parking area and drive lanes, and additional green space in front.
Discussed present parking configuration.  Need approximately 20 parking spaces (if new construction 27 would be required by Code). 

Planning Board member Dick Robb offered to sketch plan.  Members will offer further comment at March meeting.

Meeting adjourned at 8:50PM.
