PLANNING BOARD

March 10, 2009

Chairperson Ronald Gustafson called the regularly scheduled meeting of the Village of East Syracuse Planning Board for Tuesday, March 10, 2009 to order at 7:05PM.
Present:  Planning Board members:  Bernie Ment, Robert Murphy, Richard (Dick) Robb,   Claire Johnson, Tony Albanese and Chairperson Ron Gustafson.  Also present:  Village Engineer Tom Compoli, Code Enforcement Officer Frank Stirpe, and Planning and Zoning Liaison Trustee Jodi Gehrke-Turner.

Patrick White, owner of Interlock Management returns regarding proposed development 324/326 West Second Street.

Site Plan Review 

326 West Second Street

Tax map # 009-06-09 and 009-06-10

Applicant returns following informal review in January and continuing discussion in February.

Experiencing difficulties with water and sewer.  Need OCWA direction.  May need to bore under creek.  Abandoned line not available for re-connection.

Submitted SWPPS report.

Code Enforcement Officer Frank Stirpe recommended that updated site plan include landscaping, as well as other features regarding dimensions, dumpster enclosure, elevations, and other comments from past meetings.  

Patrick White looking to resolve sewer and water issues.  Fear that may be cost prohibitive.  May be $30,000 to bore under road to connect with OCWA line.
Advised that any primary building will require water.

WM Engineer Tom Compoli proposed that may be able to push under the creek. Directional boring is expensive, but may just be able to drive through one service for single building.  For two buildings may need water main and that is more expensive.

Waterline is on other side of creek (creek turns around property). Abandoned line was cut off under bridge on west side.  WM Engineers has copy of drainage basin.  Do not know why was abandoned or what remains.  If filled in with dirt cannot be re-opened. 

Mr. White is discouraged.  May re-figure site plan for larger building if sewer and water limits to only building one.  Looking to make best use of site.  May require combining lots.

Mr. White will follow up with OCWA, County Health Department and own engineers. Cost will be an issue.  Will also discuss with DPW Superintendent and County for subdivided requirements.
Need to resolve sewer and water issues before can proceed.

OTHER BUSINESS

Issue with building on multiple lots – Discussed issues related to building on multiple lots and procedure for combining lots.  Recalled difficulties with similar situation with  KIA Building, Santaro properties, and problems with assessing and selling lots.  
(Santaro could not be combined due to private sewer.)
Key Bank  - Reviewed proposed drawings for Key bank parking area, including replacement canopy, former uses as access, elimination of some parking, re-configured parking areas, and added green space.  Appreciate the quality of work done by Planning Board member Dick Robb.

Still problems with “tightness” of site and one-way access.  Looking for acceptable design to accomplish objectives for Key Bank, Village and NYS DOT.  Understand Key Bank’s concerns, but Village will still have to work with NYS DOT on future project.
Planning Board Policy & Procedure  - Continued discussion regarding policy to accept application for consideration only with 10 day prior to meeting.  This afford opportunity for members as well as professional staff to review and offer constructive comment.

Looking to rescind Planning Board resolution.  Planning Board member Dick Robb will draft new proposal setting guidelines for procedure while acknowledging benefits to informal discussions but incorporating guidelines to assure productive review.

Proposed Local Law – Windmills – Trustee Jodi Gehrke-Turner shared draft of local law proposing regarding windmills or “on-site wind energy systems”.  Law was drafted from models from Town of Cazenovia and Town of Onondaga.  Looking for comment before Board of Trustee schedules public hearing 
Meeting adjourned at 8:25PM.
