Following the Pledge of Allegiance Mayor Robert T. Tackman called the regularly scheduled meeting for Monday, October 5, 2015 to order at 7:02PM. 
Present: Trustee Janet L. Mattox, Trustee Carol Para, Trustee Daniel J. Wagner, and Mayor Robert T. Tackman.

Also Present:  DPW Superintendent Ron Russell, III, Parks Director Tom Richardson, Village Clerk Patricia J. Derby, Acting Assistant Fire Chief Chris Shields, Director of Code Enforcement Randy Capriotti, and Village Attorney Robert Germain. 
Excused: Deputy Mayor James E. Carr, Jr. 
Approximately seven Village residents and guests attended as did a representative from the Eagle News.

Review of Correspondence  A record of recent correspondence has been distributed to the Board of Trustees and all department heads to assist in monitoring activities.

Motion – by Trustee Para, seconded by Trustee Wagner - To accept the following vouchers for payment:

From Consolidated Fund Abstract, vouchers numbered 53100 through 53295 and Abstracts in the amount of $177,928.23 and $13,617.82.

221-223 East Manlius Street

Prior to the meeting Mayor Tackman and the Village Attorney met with Rob Byrnes owner of Tiny Bubbles on East Manlius Street. Mr. Byrnes challenged the assessment going back to 2010 and succeeded in having the assessment lowered. Now the Town, Village and School District must refund the difference.
Mayor asked to Hold this matter until the Village Attorney can review and resolve discrepancies with interest and calculation of judgment. 

Court 
Motion – by Trustee Para, seconded by Trustee Mattox - To adopt the following Resolution concerning Grant from State of New York Unified Court System Chief Administrative Judge:

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that Village Justice be authorized to make an application to the State of New York Unified Court System Chief Administrative Judge; 
FURTHERMORE, in submitting an application it is agreed that the Village of East Syracuse will abide by the decision of the Chief Administrative Judge as to the propriety of all expenditures upon which State aid is requested.


Discussion:  Grant is requesting new chairs for jurors, new chair for Judge, and another copier for the Court Room.

Discussion:  Mayor Tackman asked that recommendations that Court reconcile accounts be done immediately.  He will talk to the Judge about these recommendations.

Trustee Wagner inquired if training is available for Court Clerks for these responsibilities.

GIGP #626 - Roof Drains

Motion – by Trustee Wagner, seconded by Trustee Para - To award contract for Disconnection of Illicit Roof Drain Connections, GIGP #626 to LaFleur Constructors, Inc. based upon their low bid presented on August 20th.

Discussion: Project consists of 5 properties:
· 214 Kinne Street (St. Matthews School) [bid total $282,000]

· 112 East Manlius Street (Thrifty Shopper) [bid total $52,000]

· 220 West Manlius Street (HR One) [bid total $56,000]

· 201 West Yates Street (Pacelli) [bid total $48,000]

· 605 West Manlius Street (Usee Motors) [bid total $59,000 – may be eliminated]

Funding for project will come from NYS EFC grant $279,000 (requires Village 10% match) and Onondaga County WEP grant $120,000. 

Mayor Tackman explained that this project has been going on for a while, finally getting to construction phase. Thanked County Legislator Danny Liedka for helping to secure the additional funding through WEP to complete this project.

Trustee Wagner asked for details about the projects.  DPW Superintendent explained that the goal is to re-direct run-offs and illicit connection from the sanitary sewer to the storm sewer.

Trustee Mattox expressed concerns for the additional $11,000 for construction.  Is the Village responsible for these additional funds?  Mayor Tackman suggested that project may be revised, such as eliminating location on West Manlius Street.  May have to make other adjustment.  Looking to complete the biggest impacting location – St. Matthew’s School first.  Other locations will be reviewed for impact and cost benefits.

Polling the Board:  Trustee Mattox – aye, Trustee Para – aye, Trustee Wagner – aye, and Mayor Tackman – aye. Motion carried.

Amend Fee Schedule

Motion – by Trustee Mattox, seconded by Mayor Tackman - To amend the Development Fee Schedule (adopted by Local Law #1 of 2002) to add permit fee of $25 for Fire Inspections, effective January 1, 2016.

Discussion: Director of Code Enforcement Randy Capriotti reported that this is a starting point.  Currently the Village does not charge a fee for fire inspections.  Comparatively Minoa charges $50/fire inspections. Village does approximately 100 to 150 per year.  Some are done annually, such as places of assembly, other business may be every three years.

Discussion 

Mayor Tackman address subject of concern regarding Firehouse Caretakers asking the Board for permission to carry firearms.  Director of Code Enforcement explained that the firearms would be kept locked in their personal vehicles while they are at work.  Would save them time, such as on Fridays before the weekend to have with them before traveling elsewhere.

Trustee Para objected to firearms on Village property.  Trustee Mattox suggested that may be asking for trouble id allowed.

Acting Fire Chief Chris Shield reported that he did question the request but both are licensed to carry pistols and they would be kept securely.  The alternative is that they park off the property.

Trustee Wagner stated that as long as they are kept securely, don’t see any problem. 
Mayor Tackman stated that he is not in favor of bringing firearms on to Village property. There is a risk that just not willing to take.  He will decline to grant permission and we will move forward from here.

DEPARTMENT HEAD REPORTS

DPW – Superintendent Ron Russell, III

TREE WORK - Large Ash trees were removed on East Ave (1) and Spring Street (2).  Chips were removed, holes filled with topsoil and seeded. DPW trimmed numerous trees throughout the Village and removed several trees that died. DPW employee Chuck Card attended training for tree damage strike force teams. Sites were selected for bare root trees (30 trees) that will be planted in November.

STREET REPAIR – DPW crews assisted the contractor with slurry seal treatment on Phelps Street, Burrows Street, Fire Department parking lot off East Ellis Street and the DPW facility parking lot.  DPW crews patched holes and swept the streets prior to treatment as well as traffic control.  DPW replaced stone at a driveway on Allen Street washed out by heavy rain from the street.

STORM SEWERS – DPW crews continued inspection and cleaning of the storm sewers on East Manlius Street, Hartwell Ave and East Ellis Street.  Pipes and basins were cleaned and job was completed.  Debris was removed from the East Ellis Street ditch as well as ditches near Rt. 481 where Village drainage empties.  A basin was repaired on Ball Street and Terrace Street and a small drainage project in the 200 block of Dausman Street were completed.

SIGN WORK – Crews repaired and replaced signs throughout the Village.  Crosswalks were defined by painting at Allen Street and West Manlius & West Yates Street.  Crosswalks near Beacon Bank on East First Street repainted.

DPW FACILITY – 4 windows were removed in the 200 building by DPW and replacement windows were installed.  The large spoil pile from the “Save the Rain” project was hauled to a dumpsite.  Repairs to the salt shed continued when time allowed.

SANITARY SEWERS – The sewer in the 400 block of East Yates was cleaned as well as a lateral that had a problem.  Numerous broken vents/cleanouts were fixed.

PARKS & RECREATION – DPW crews with assistance from Fire Department Caretakers installed the pool cover.  DPW assisted Parks with shutdown and winterizing the Pool. The pool cover has been repaired numerous times and per the vendor future repairs to the existing cover could no longer be made.  Replacement of the cover should be considered in the next budget as well as some deck repairs near the exit ladders and life guard chairs.

SPECIAL TRASH PICK UP – DPW crews picked up trash throughout the Village 3 times due to winds and littering.  DPW crews assisted Code cleaning a property at 112 East Yates Street as well as picked up trash from violation write-ups. 

OCWA – DPW crews marked sanitary sewers and storm sewers in the 300, 400 and 500 blocks of Hartwell Ave for design purposes.  OCWA will be installing new water main in the area.

DPW continues to do all other operations required such as sweeping, mowing, yard waste and trash removal.  October work will finish street repairs, start leaf pick-up and begin outfitting snow removal equipment and storing seasonal equipment.

RETIREMENT – DPW Foreman Randall Rhoades retire September 25th after 34 years’ service to the Village. His fellow employees wish him well.

DPW Superintendent Ron Russell, III added that last week’s rain event Tuesday night into Wednesday morning dropped 3.5 inches of rain.  With the Phelps Street pump station on line and the Tank at 60% capacity there were no overflows.  The system appears to be working.  Was just earlier that day that the pump station went into operations. Without that there would have been problems.

Parks Department – Director Tom Richardson

Annual Financial Audits

F.J. Pompo & Associates completed the annual audit for the Court and are beginning their review for the all Village accounts.
Holidays and Events

There are no changes to garbage and recycling pick up for Columbus Day October 12th but yard waste collection will be pushed to Tuesday because Village Office and Operation are closed for the Holiday.

No change for Veterans Day Wednesday, November 11th but collections for Thanksgiving week will be pushed to Saturday, November 28th.  Village Offices will be closed Wednesday, November 11th for Labor Day and Thursday, November 26th & Friday, November 27th for Thanksgiving.

Municipal Code

Met with representatives from General Code about preparing a proposal to complete the codification project begun in 1997 to conform, edit and update all Village Local Laws.

Title 8 Zoning contains many discrepancies and contradictions.  It is difficult to enforce and will require further review by the Planning Board. 

Grants

Brownfield Opportunities Areas

Received extension until October 6, 2015 to complete the BOA Step 2 Nomination Study and bring forward the project for Designation.  Attended Brownfield Roundtable discussion on “Capital for the Day” last week with Secretary of State Cesar A. Percles.  The Village of East Syracuse is one of nine in CNY with or pending designation (197 sites statewide).

GIGP Roof Drains 

Onondaga County Legislator Danny Liedka was able to secure $120,000 grant from WEP to allow us to complete the project (NYS EFC provides $279,000 matching grant) Project includes 5 locations: St. Matthews School, Pacelli’s on Silver and Yates, Usee Motors, HR One and Rescue Mission Thrifty Shopper.  
Projects

SSO Mitigation 
The long term funding through NYS EFC closed in August.  With $1,310,092 leveraged for long term financing but $1,335,520 qualifying for principal forgiveness.

Both the tank project (Contract #1) and the sewer line installation (Contract #2) are done. Phelps Street Sewer Pump (Contract #3) was accepted for certificate of completion but still has minor clean up yet on the site. 

Working with Rural Development to see what costs they will now cover under their $390,000 grant. 

Community Development

The 2013 project award of $50,000 was for Phelps Street pump station has been completed. The Village Engineers are working on the design for the 2014 project Phase 2 of Kinne Street curbs and sidewalks, as well as Phase 3.  Phase 2 was approved for $25,000 but we have not received the contract yet Phase 3 (for $50,000) from the County. 

Other Committees and Boards

Zoning – did not meet in July. Last met August 2014.

Planning – Planning Board continues to work on Design Guidelines as recommended in the BOA Final Nomination Report.

Safety Committee – Next meeting is October 14th. 
East Syracuse Justice Court
Both Judges attended the New York State Magistrates Conference last week - learned a lot and had great networking with other judges throughout the state. Will be reimbursed for part of the costs through the Court System.
JCAP ready to send out. Asking for new jurors’ chairs, new chair for the Judge’s office and copier for courtroom.

Just an early reminder that winter ban parking will be starting on November First. No parking on streets between 2 AM and 6 AM. Hopefully no snow will be in sight for a while.

Congratulations to Randall Rhoades on his retirement. Wish him well.

Fire Department – Acting Chief Chris Shields
Reports that things are steady.

Responded today as part of County’s Mutual Aid to house fire in Manlius last night and a second house fire during the day today. 

Looking at approximately 80 such calls a month.

Thursday will host a Vendor Expo at Station II put on by DuVaul Safety.  Over 20 Vendors will be on site in the Community Room from 4PM to 9PM.  Bull-n-Bear will cater event.  All costs are borne by the Vendors and no cost to the Fire Department.

Will participate in Flash Over Simulator training Saturday. This event is open to fire departments all over the State with firefighters coming here from all over NYS.

Mayor Tackman reported on dinner meeting with Fire Chief and Bunk-in students. Nice opportunity to welcome and connect with them.

Trustee Daniel Wagner asked DPW Superintendent how all the storm water mitigation changes are working.  DPW Superintendent Ron Russell reported that last week was a good test that things are improving.  Happy with it!
MAYOR’S REMARKS – Mayor Robert T. Tackman
Reported on last weeks’ Capitol for a Day events:


Met with new Housing Commissioner Sam Roberts (former Assemblyman)at the opening of the new rescue Mission shelter.


Also caught up with Senator Valesky and shared concerns with tax cap and roads.

Attended event at LDA welcoming them to new location on East Manlius Street.  NYS Senator DeFrancisco was there too.  Took the opportunity to share concerns about tax cap and condition of Manlius Street.  Hearing a lot of complaints about the patch work and that the road needs work.  Many people don’t know that it’s a State roadway.

Congratulated Randall Rhoades on his retirement September 25th.  Village employees had a small celebration in his honor recognizing 34 years of service to the Village.  Will try to catch up with him for lunch if he has time now that he’s retired!

Was re-elected to position of Vice President of the Onondaga County Mayor Association.  Mark Olson Mayor of Fayetteville continues to serve as President.  Nice to know that the eastside is well represented.

COMMUNITY COMMENTS
Sally Seeley commented on article in Sunday’s Empire magazine.  Nice to see East Syracuse presented favorably and a local kid do well.
Especially in light of the on-going battle with maintaining property standards in the Village.  Just look at Ellis Street.  6 families are being evicted and a house on East Yates is boarded up.  The Rental Registration program was supposed to help improve the condition of the Village.  What else can be done?


Director of Code Enforcement Randy Capriotti commented that the building at 112 East Yates was cited for unsafe and unsanitary conditions.  The property is going into foreclosure.  The Village DPW had to go in and clean up the property and secure it for the protection of the neighbors, former occupants and the Village.


Mayor Tackman reported that this seems to be a conversation many Villages are having. We are not alone with this problem. Looking for some type of resolution but this is a tough situation.

Lucy Anne Forkhammer has several comments, hers and her neighbors:

· The Welcome Signs didn’t have any flowers this year. Mayor Tackman noted that the budget no longer includes flowers for Beautification.  Last year members of the Board had a friendly competition but this year they didn’t.

· Only 3 benches on Manlius Street – where did the rest go? DPW Superintendent Russell reported that one bench was removed because it was damaged. There are still benches at the Veterans Memorial, the bus stop near the Municipal Building (both sides) and at the bus stop near HR One.

· Neighborhood Watch Banner – Mayor Tackman presented Pat Bacon with an unprinted Banner to replace their old one.  The Banners were purchased over ten years ago and braving the elements for that long they had to be disposed of.
· Enforcement of garbage pick-up rules. Concerned that Butler picks up trash items as well as garbage.  This confuses people so they don’t know when to put out what.  Also many residents placed garbage out as early as Wednesday and then don’t return the receptacles for days after collection _ just look at Ellis Street today. Mayor Tackman will work with DPW and Code Enforcement to improve our communication of rules & regulations and educate the residents and tenants. Will also attend the next Neighborhood Watch meeting (Thursday, October 29th at 7PM) to answer any questions.
· Operating motorized wheelchairs in the middle of the Village streets.  Mayor Tackman reports that this is an issue for Police to enforce.  Will discuss with Town of DeWitt Police.  Pat Bacon reported that Chief Hildman will be at the next Neighborhood Watch meeting as well.
Pat Bacon asked about cars that park at the end of the driveway between sidewalk and the curb.  Director of Code Enforcement Capriotti reports that this is a Police issue – cannot obstruct public thoroughfare.  Not something that Codes can enforce.


Mayor Tackman will discuss this too with the Town of DeWitt Police Chief.  May be part of the transition as they learn Village local laws. Know that DeWitt Police do track resident complaints and concerns and will follow up to rectify the situation and make other Officers aware of it.

Mayor Tackman noted that the Village is the only area in the Town that has sidewalks – they might not be aware of the local law.
Motion – by Trustee Para, seconded by Trustee Wagner - To enter into Executive Session to discuss contract negotiations.
The Board of Trustees entered into Executive Session with the Village Attorney at 8:05. They discussed Village contracts and negotiation until 9PM where they exited Executive Session and immediately adjourned the meeting.
