Whereas, Wal-Mart Real Estate Business trust is the owner of certain real property located at 6438 Basile Rowe in the Village of East Syracuse, Onondaga County, New York and further identified as tax parcel identification number 007.-02-04.1 (the “Property”); and

Whereas, in connection with the initial construction of the Wal-Mart store located on the Property (the “Project”), Wal-Mart Stores, Inc. (“Wal-Mart”) was required to construct a certain roadway on a portion of the Property, which roadway is shown on the drawing attached hereto as Exhibit A and legally described on Exhibit B attached hereto and made a part hereof (collectively, the “Village Roadway”) and which Village Roadway is owned by Wal-Mart; and

Whereas, pursuant to those certain Village Board minutes dated July 19, 1993 and that certain Village of East Syracuse Road and Utility Agreement dated March 7, 1994 by and between the Village of East Syracuse (the “Village”) and Wal-Mart (the “Agreement”), the Village agreed to accept the Village Roadway in dedication upon completion of Wal-Mart’s construction of the Roadway; and
Whereas, no formal dedication of the Village Roadway occurred in connection with the Project, but the Village has been maintaining the Village Roadway and the public has been using the Village Roadway continuously since its construction in the early 1990’s; and

Whereas, Wal-Mart desires to formerly dedicate the Village Roadway and all improvements located within the Village Roadway to the Village; and

Whereas, the Village Roadway has been thoroughly inspected by the Village and the Village finds that the Village Roadway has been constructed to the Village’s satisfaction in accordance with the Village’s standards and requirements; and

Whereas, the Village, after due review and consideration, wishes to accept the Village Roadway and will own and maintain the Village Roadway and all improvements located within the Village Roadway in accordance with the terms set forth in this resolution.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Village hereby accepts dedication of the Village Roadway, a drawing and a description of which are attached hereto as Exhibit A and Exhibit B  respectively, and all improvements located within the Village Roadway including, but not limited to, those improvements shown on the as-built survey attached hereto as Exhibit C and made a part hereof (the “As-Built Survey”).

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Village hereby authorizes the Mayor to sign such documentation on behalf of the Village as is necessary to (i) transfer the Village Roadway and all improvements located within the Village Roadway to the Village, including, but not limited to, the proposed deed of dedication attached hereto as Exhibit D (the “Deed”); (ii) accept the Village Roadway in dedication; and (iii) keep open the Village Roadway upon acceptance of the dedication on behalf of the Village.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Village shall maintain the Village Roadway, including, but not limited to, the roadway and all improvements and facilities located within the right-of-way comprising the Village Roadway, including, without limitation, those improvements as shown on the As-Built Survey.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Board of Trustees of the Village of East Syracuse shall promptly file this Resolution with the Village Clerk.

Whereas, Wal-Mart Real Estate Business Trust (“Wal-Mart”) is the owner of certain real property located at 6438 Basile Rowe in the Village of East Syracuse, Onondaga County, New York and further identified as tax parcel identification number 007.-02-04.1 (the “Property”); and
Whereas, in connection with the initial construction of the Wal-Mart store located on the Property (the “Project”), Wal-Mart Stores, Inc. was required to construct certain improvements on the Property including certain storm sewers and sanitary sewers as described in that certain Village of East Syracuse Service Road and Utility Agreement dated March 7, 1994 by and between the Village of East Syracuse (the “Village”) and Wal-Mart Stores, Inc. (the “Agreement”); and

Whereas, in connection with the Project, a certain existing underground sewer system and related facilities, including, without limitation, all necessary pipelines, manholes, mains, pumps, pump stations, lines, pipes, meters, regulators, valves, fixtures, fittings, connections and appurtenances used in connection therewith (collectively, the “Sanitary Sewer System”) were constructed on a certain portion of the Property, which portion of the Property is identified and legally described in the Sanitary Sewer Easement (as described herein) as the “Easement Area”; and

Whereas, in connection with the Project, a certain existing underground drainage system and storm sewer and related facilities, including, without limitation, all necessary pipelines, manholes, structures, mains, lines, pipes, fixtures, fittings, connections and appurtenances used in connection therewith (collectively, the “Drainage System”), were constructed on a certain portion of the Property, which portion of the Property is identified and legally described in the Drainage easement (as described herein) as the “Easement Area”; and
Whereas, the Sanitary Sewer System and the Drainage System are collectively referred to herein as the “Existing Improvements”; and

Whereas, pursuant to the Agreement, the Village agreed to accept the Existing Improvements in dedication upon completion of such Existing Improvements by Wal-Mart Stores, Inc.; and

Whereas, no formal dedication of the Existing Improvements occurred in connection with the Project; and

Whereas,  Wal-Mart desires to formerly dedicate the Existing Improvements to the Village and the Village wishes to accept the Existing Improvements in dedication and will own and maintain the Existing Improvements in accordance with the terms set forth in this resolution and the Easements (as described herein); and

Whereas, in connection with the Village’s obligations with respect to the Sanitary Sewer System, Wal-Mart wishes to grant to the Village, and the Village wishes to accept, an access and maintenance easement over a certain portion of the Property in order to complete the Sanitary Sewer Work, as defined in the Sanitary Sewer Easement Agreement attached hereto as Exhibit A and made a part hereof (the “Sanitary Sewer Easement”); and
Whereas, in connection with the Village’s obligations with respect to the Drainage System, Wal-Mart wishes to grant to the Village, and the Village wishes to accept, an access and maintenance easement over a certain portion of the Property in order to complete the Drainage Work, as defined in the Drainage Easement Agreement attached hereto as Exhibit B and made a part hereof (the “Drainage Easement”); and

Whereas, the Village, after due review and consideration, wishes to accept in dedication the Existing Improvements, which dedication is also set forth in both the Sanitary Sewer Easement and the Drainage Easement (collectively referred to herein as the 
“Easements”); and
Whereas, the Village, after due review and consideration, further wishes to accept, and deems it appropriate to enter into, the Easements in order to access and maintain the Sanitary System and the Drainage System.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Village hereby accepts the Existing Improvements in dedication and agrees that the Existing Improvements shall be the sole property of the Village, shall be the Village’s sole responsibility to maintain and repair and shall be under the Village’s exclusive control and supervision at all times.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Village hereby accepts the Sanitary Sewer Easement and the Drainage Easement, in the form of Exhibit A and Exhibit B attached hereto and made a part hereof and agrees that all improvements installed as a result of the Sanitary Sewer Work or the Drainage Work shall be the sole property of the Village, shall be the Village’s sole responsibility to maintain and repair and shall be under the Village’s exclusive control and supervision at all times.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED THAT THE Village hereby authorizes the Mayor top sign such documentation on behalf of the Village as is necessary to accept the Existing Improvements in dedication and to execute the Sanitary Sewer Easement and the Drainage Easement and other necessary documentation related to the foregoing on behalf of the Village.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Board of Trustees of the Village of East Syracuse shall promptly file this Resolution with the Village Clerk.

The project is funded by a grant from the Onondaga County Suburban Green Improvement Program.  Village was awarded $115,000.

The Village Attorneys have reviewed the amended offer and still find unacceptable as it holds the Village responsible for cost.  All costs must be the responsibility of the Buyer.  

Mr. Fritz will resubmit a corrected offer.

Trustee James Carr asked if the Village would be responsible for any costs should the Board decide not to go ahead with this.

Village Attorney Neal Germain assured that the Village has no liability, has made no promises, and has no responsibility to the perspective Buyer.

Mayor Tackman reported that some Board members have toured the site.  Property is landlocked adjoining Mr. Fritz’ property where the chlorinator building is located.

Director Tom Richardson spoke more on the first ever Fall Clean-up event.  Working with Town of DeWitt who has recruited local businesses to clean u areas near Manlius Center Road.  The Town has done Fall clean-ups and asked the Village to participate too.  

DPW – Superintendent Ron Russell, III
DRAINAGE – Began stenciling of catch basins per MS4 guidelines (NO DUMPING DRAINS TO WATERWAY). Cleaned numerous basins per MS4 guidelines until machine broke down.  We are waiting for the part to be fabricated.

SNOW OPERATIONS – Major repairs were completed in-house on the sidewalk plow (1987 Bombardier) and machine is ready for winter use.
STREET REPAIR – Chip sealed the 100 block of McCool Ave and a portion of the 100 block of East Irving Street with the assistance from DeWitt Highway Department.  Asphalt driveways were repaired at 406 Hartwell Ave, 107 East Ave and 310 McCool Ave that were damaged by Village owned trees during the July Storm. Parking areas at the Municipal Building were crack sealed and parking stripes painted as well as parking stripes at Fire Station 2.

ELECTRONIC RECYCLING – DPW Packaged 7 pallets of electronic waste and loaded numerous large TV’s to be removed by vendor for recycling.

SNAITARY SEWERS – Problems at 217 Allen Street and 107 Henrietta Street were taken care of. The sanitary main in the 200 block of Allen Street was cleaned during this time.

PARKS AND REC – The pool was closed for the season and winterizing performed.  All systems were checked and cleaned.  The cover was installed with the aid of Fire Department personnel and students from the Bunk-In program.  Tree problems from July Storm continued to be taken care of in the Park.  All fields and the Park itself were mowed on schedule.

TREE WORK – Extensive trimming of trees damaged during the July Storm were done in the 200 block of East Ave, Mosher Street, and Spring Street. Hangers and other related tree problems were taken care of.  Damage from the July Storm will continue to be taken care of by DPW forces and Contractors where needed until all issues are resolved.  The bare root tree sites were picked and we continue to plant smaller growing trees to reduce problems in years to come.  DPW attended a DEC seminar at DeWitt Town Hall on tree problems and possible solutions.

SIDEWALKS – Sidewalks were replaced at 115 West First Street and 441 East Yates Street under the sidewalk program.  Sidewalks damaged by Village owned trees during the July Storm were repaired at 107 East Ave, 310 McCool and 216 West Ave.

All other duties required by DPW including street sweeping, trash and yard waste pick-up and assistance to residents and other Village Departments was taken care of.  October work will include tree trimming and removal, leaf pick up and outfitting equipment for winter operations.

Mayor Tackman asked that work with the Contractor to finish up the line on Second Street before winter so can remove the port-a-potty.

Noticed a lot of sidewalk work done – they look good.


Trustee Daniel Wagner asked if anyone saw the article in the Syracuse Newspaper regarding the costs of sidewalk replacement in the City of Syracuse. Can be very costly.

BOARD MEMBER COMMENTS

Trustee James Carr, Jr. reported on the review of Fire Department and Code Enforcement budgets.  Appear to be in line.  Fire Department incurred costs for annual testing.
Deputy Mayor Barbara Falcone Quonce thanked Parks Director for organizing the Fall Clean Up.  Hopefully weather will cooperate.

Commented on the flowers at the Welcome signs.  The Mayor’s and Trustee Wagner’s survived the summer where Trustee Carr’s couldn’t take the full sun.

Special thank-you to Jo Ann Smith for all her efforts attending to the four-corners at Highland and West Manlius. Did a great job. Appreciate it greatly!

Believe she also placed flowers at the Veteran’s Memorial.
