Awarded $50,000 for Kinne Street sidewalks just last week with funds to be expended by December 2016.  
Mayor Tackman reported that did not apply in 2015, was hoping to complete extensive sewer projects (including 2012 award for Phelps Street Pump Station) and Kinne Street sidewalks before beginning new project.

Maximum grant award is $50,000.

Comments:
Mayor Tackman relayed the history of projects funding through Community Development Block Grant program.  Did not apply in 2015 because of delays with award notifications for 2013 and 2014 Kinne Street sidewalks.  Just completed 2012 Phelps Street Pump Station as part of larger SSO Mitigation project.
Recently the funding from Community Development was reduced to typically award of no more than $50,000.  This means smaller projects and/or larger local contributions.

The last few years the Village has done a lot of sewer work.  Looking at diversifying the five year plan to include some attention to the Park and Pool as well as focus on issues identified through the Brownfield Opportunities Areas report.

Sally Seeley commented that the areas identified for projects appear vague.

Mayor Tackman noted that is at times intentional. This allows for some leeway with defining the scope of the project so that it can be further refined once we know funding is secured and how much.

Mayor Tackman commented that the Village is always seeking other grants and funding sources.  The five year plan is a guideline and can be modified and changed as situations change or opportunities present.
Trustee Janet Mattox asked that engineering charges be monitored in accordance with the scope of the project and feasibility for funding.
Hearing no further comments, Mayor Tackman adjourned the public hearing at 7:07PM.

Description: This Project includes: sanitary sewer rehabilitation of approximately 12,000 lf of 6” to 18” diameter sanitary sewer using cured-in-place pipe, replacement of 17 existing brick manholes and rehabilitation/improvements of 18 existing manholes using chemical grout sealing.

DPW – Superintendent Ron Russell

SIGN WORK - DPW replaced damaged signs throughout the Village as well as numerous stop signs that had faded.  Portable stop signs were put up on Manlius Street at traffic light intersections due to a power outage.  Repair and painting barricades that are used throughout the year at events, road repair, street closings are being done.

STREET REPAIR – DPW has been putting cold mix in potholes in various parts of the Village.  Permanent repairs will be done when the plants open in the Spring.

SPECIAL TRASH PICK UP – DPW crews were out 5 times picking up fallen branches, trash cans/blue bins and debris 5 times in the month of February.

DRAINAGE – DPW crews took care of drainage issues due to heavy rain.  Basins that were frozen or blocked with snow were opened.  Drainage along the 200 block of East First Street continues to be a problem and we will address it in the Spring or Summer.  Ditches on Phelps Street were cleaned.

DIG SAFE NEW YORK - Crews marked out underground piping on Hartwell Ave for a water line project.  Markings were monitored and re-marked when needed.

SNOW OPERATIONS - DPW plowed routes 11 times, salted routes 14 times, plowed sidewalks 7 times, loaded snow 4 days and plowed lots and street ends 10 times during the month.
