The Annual Meeting for the Village of East Syracuse was called to order at 7:00PM by Mayor Tackman.

All appointments are made by the Mayor, with the approval of the Board of Trustees.  

Mayor Tackman proposes Treasurer be designated as Collector of Taxes, for a one year term to expire April 2017.

Polling the Board: Trustee Carr – aye, Trustee Mattox – aye, Trustee Para – aye, Trustee Wagner – aye, and Mayor Tackman - aye.  Appointment carried.
Mayor Tackman proposes Village Clerk for Licensing Officer, for a one year term to expire April 2017.

Polling the Board: Trustee Carr – aye, Trustee Mattox – aye, Trustee Para – aye, Trustee Wagner – aye, and Mayor Tackman - aye.  Appointment carried.

Mayor Tackman proposes that the Mayor be designated as Budget Officer, for a one year term to expire April 2017.

Polling the Board: Trustee Carr – aye, Trustee Mattox – aye, Trustee Para – aye, Trustee Wagner – aye, and Mayor Tackman - aye.  Appointment carried.

Mayor Tackman proposes that the Bridget Albanese be designated as Court Clerk for a one (1) year term to expire April 2017.
Polling the Board: Trustee Carr – aye, Trustee Mattox – aye, Trustee Para – aye, Trustee Wagner – aye, and Mayor Tackman - aye.  Appointment carried.

Mayor Tackman proposes Helena (Holly) A. Glassford for Acting Justice, with a one year term to expire April 2017.

Polling the Board: Trustee Carr – aye, Trustee Mattox – aye, Trustee Para – aye, Trustee Wagner – aye, and Mayor Tackman - aye.  Appointment carried.

Acting Justice Glassford was sworn in by Judge Joseph Zavaglia in front of family and friends following appointment. Special guest Town of DeWitt Judge Hon. David Gideon attended and shared in the congratulations.
Mayor Tackman proposes William C. Cramer for Building Inspector and for Fire Inspector each for a one year term to expire April 2017.

Polling the Board: Trustee Carr – aye, Trustee Mattox – aye, Trustee Para – aye, Trustee Wagner – aye, and Mayor Tackman - aye.  Appointment carried.

Mayor Tackman proposes James Voodre to the Zoning Board of Appeals for a five (5) year term to expire April 2021.

Polling the Board: Trustee Carr – aye, Trustee Mattox – aye, Trustee Para – aye, Trustee Wagner – aye, and Mayor Tackman - aye.  Appointment carried.

Mayor Tackman designates Ellen Robb to continue to serve as Chairperson.

Mayor Tackman will have additional appointments for Planning Board and Zoning Board of Appeals at the May meeting.

Mayor Tackman appoints Trustee James E. Carr, Jr. as Deputy Mayor.
Mayor Tackman will make Department liaison assignments at the May meeting along with Committee appointments.

Mayor Tackman proposes the “Eagle Bulletin” be designated as the official newspaper.

Polling the Board: Deputy Mayor Carr – aye, Trustee Mattox – aye, Trustee Para – aye, Trustee Wagner – aye, and Mayor Tackman - aye.  Appointment carried.

Mayor Tackman proposed that Key Bank, M&T, Community Bank, and Solvay Bank, are designated as the Village depositories, with maximum allowable deposit up to $10 million, for one year.

Polling the Board: Deputy Mayor Carr – aye, Trustee Mattox – aye, Trustee Para – aye, Trustee Wagner – aye, and Mayor Tackman - aye.  Appointment carried.

Mayor Tackman proposed that Crowley Insurance be designated as Insurance Agent for the Village of East Syracuse.

Polling the Board: Deputy Mayor Carr – aye, Trustee Mattox – aye, Trustee Para – aye, Trustee Wagner – aye, and Mayor Tackman - aye.  Appointment carried.

Motion – by Trustee Mattox, seconded by Deputy Mayor Carr - That the regularly scheduled meetings of the Board of Trustee will be held, the business meeting will be held the first Monday of each month at 7:00PM at the Court Room.  (For September 2016, the meeting will be held on the 2nd Monday of the month) All meetings are conducted in accordance with the Open Meetings Law.

Motion – by Trustee Mattox, seconded by Trustee Para - That the usual Bonds and Penalties be written by the Insurance Agent covering the Board Members, Village Clerk, Treasurer, Tax Collector, Justice, Acting Justice, Court Clerk, and any other employees handling cash and/or authorized to sign checks for the Village.

Polling the Board: Deputy Mayor Carr – aye, Trustee Mattox – aye, Trustee Para – aye, Trustee Wagner – aye, and Mayor Tackman - aye.  Motion carried.

Motion – by Trustee Para, seconded by Trustee Mattox - As authorized by Section 1094 of the Real Property Tax Law, the Board of Trustees hereby waives all penalties and interests on unpaid Village taxes prior to April 1941, provided that such taxes are paid in full within one year of adoption of this motion.

Polling the Board: Deputy Mayor Carr – aye, Trustee Mattox – aye, Trustee Para – aye, Trustee Wagner – aye, and Mayor Tackman - aye.  Motion carried.

Motion – by Trustee Mattox, seconded by Trustee Wagner - That the Board of Trustees provides for the partial payment of Village real property taxes pursuant to the Onondaga County Legislature’s actions taken on March 6, 1995, under Chapter 928 of the Laws of 1994 resolving that Village collecting officers are authorized to accept partial payments of village real property taxes, special ad valorem levies, and special assessments.  
The Onondaga County Legislature adopted a resolution (Resolution 38) on March 6, 2012 as follows:



Amending Resolution No. 37 – 1995

Regarding Partial payments of Village Real Property Taxes

WHEREAS, by Resolution No. 37-1995, this Legislation authorized village collection officers to accept partial payments of village real property taxes, special ad valorem levies, and special assessments; and

WHEREAS, in these difficult economic times, many residents of Onondaga County are finding it difficult to budget real property tax payments according to the existing schedules established in such resolutions; and

WHEREAS, when a resident is unable to make conforming payments, the municipality is negatively affected because it misses out on having cash in-hand and the resident is negatively affected because of the statutory interest and penalties accruing on the outstanding balance; and

WHEREAS, it is necessary to amend the prior resolution so as to provide residents greater flexibility in making partial real property tax payments in amounts other than fifty percent of the total tax due for each of the three permissible installments; 

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that Resolution No. 37-1995, is hereby further amended to allow partial payments of village real property taxes, special ad valorem levies, and special assessments, as shall be consistent with the following:

1. Village real property taxes, special ad valorem levies and special assessments may be paid in up to four (4) partial payments during village collection period of the then current tax year.

2. The initial partial payment shall be paid not later than the penalty-free period of the then current tax year.  Interest and penalties shall be charged against the unpaid balance after such date.

3. No minimum amount is required for a partial payment, except that the final partial payment shall be in the amount of the remaining unpaid balance due and owing.

4. No partial payment shall be accepted from a property owner if there are delinquent real property taxes, special ad valorem levies, and special assessments owed on such property, unless the property owner is current on installment payments to the County pursuant to Local Law No. 7-1995 as may be amended from time to time; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that in all other respects, Resolution No. 37-1995 shall remain in full force and effect; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Clerk of this Legislature is directed to file a certified copy of this resolution with the Commissioner of the New York State Office of real Property Tax Services no later than thirty days after adoption.

The Village Board of Trustees hereby supports this resolution and will in the future accept partial payments in accordance with Onondaga County Resolution No. 38 amending resolution No. 37 – 1995 regarding partial payments of Village real property taxes.

Motion – by Trustee Para, seconded by Trustee Wagner - That the following resolution concerning the advance payment of claims be adopted:

WHEREAS, the Board of Trustees has determined to authorize payment in advance of audit of claims for payroll, public utility services, postage, freight, and express charges, and

WHEREAS, all such claims shall be presented at the next regular meeting for audit; and

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Board of Trustees authorizes payment in advance of audit of claim for payroll, public utilities services, postage, freight, express charges, and payments and all claims shall be presented at the next regular meeting for audit.

This resolution was initially adopted August 5, 1996 and affirmed annually.

WHEREAS, there is to be held in the coming official year:

· New York Conference of Mayor’s Training School(s), seminars, workshops, and meetings;

· CNY Clerk/Treasurer Association seminars and bi-monthly meetings;

· NYS Comptroller seminars;

· Onondaga County Mayor’s and Public Officials Association seminars and monthly meetings;

· New York State mandatory Code Enforcement certification training;

· New York Fire Academy;

· Magistrate Association (NYS and CNY) seminars; and

· CNY Court Clerk Association seminars and monthly meetings.

WHEREAS, it is determined by the Board of Trustees that attendance by certain municipal employees and officials at one or more of these meetings, conferences or schools benefit the municipality;

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED:

Section 1.
That Officers and employees are hereby authorized to attend such training:

Section 2.
Approvals granted herewith acknowledge and authorize the payment of claim for any registration or program cost, but not any additional expenses or charges, such as vehicle or mileage reimbursement, overnight accommodations, meals or other out-of-pocket expenses.  A separate and formal request must be made to the Board of Trustees for prior approval for any such additional expenses or charges.

Section 3.
The Board encourages all employees to attend training, locally, or within a day’s drive, to avoid added costs for over-night accommodations whenever possible.

Section 4.
That, whenever possible, a Village vehicle should be used for all village related travel.

RE:  TIME WARNER CABLE FRANCHISE AGREEMENT

Mayor Tackman called the Public Hearing to consider the renewal of the cable television franchise by Time Warner Entertainment/Newhouse Partnership with the Village of East Syracuse for an additional fifteen (15) year period and to bring the franchise into conformity with certain provisions of the Federal Cable Communications Policy Act of 1984, as amended, to order at 7:22PM.

Village Clerk Patricia J. Derby reported that this is the third request from Time Warner for a Cable franchise Agreement with the Village of East Syracuse. Last request for a ten (10) year agreement was in April 2006.  Verizon FIOS also has a Cable Franchise agreement with the Village, also for ten (10) years.
Comments:

Mr. Glassford asked about the charge on the cable bill.  Doesn’t this turn out to be another tax of the Village.
Mayor Tackman responded that it is a standard condition for all municipalities. The access granted by the municipality for the right-of-way is actually charged back to the customer.

Mr. Glassford asked if other utilities do that as well.

Trustee Daniel Wagner noted that all utilities do.  They pay back to the Village with gross utility tax.

Mayor Tackman defined it as more a user fee than a tax.

Mayor Tackman proposed that the agreement be negotiated for ten years again instead of the fifteen years requested.  He spoke with the Village Attorney and this has been conveyed back to Time Warner.
Hearing no further comments, Mayor Tackman closed the hearing at 7:28PM.

Resolution Time Warner Cable Television Franchise

Motion – by Trustee Mattox, seconded by Trustee Wagner - To adopt the following resolution regarding  the renewal of the cable television franchise by Time Warner Cable Northeast, LLC (Time Warner), a partnership organized under the laws of the State of New York doing business at 2604 Seneca Avenue, Niagara Falls, NY 14305, and holder of a cable television franchise in the Village of East Syracuse for the approval of an agreement to renew Time Warner’s cable television franchise for an additional ten (10) years. The Franchise Renewal Agreement would bring the franchise into conformity with certain provisions of the Federal Cable Communications Policy Act of 1984, as amended, and certain court rulings; and

A public hearing was held at the Village Municipal Building, 204 North Center Street, East Syracuse, New York on Monday, April 4, 2016 at 7PM and notice of the hearing was published in the Eagle News on Wednesday, March 23, 2016.
NOW THEREFORE, the Board of Trustees of the Village of East Syracuse finds that:

1. Time Warner Cable has substantially compiled with the material terms and conditions of its existing franchise and applicable law; and

2. The quality of Time Warner Cable’s service, including signal quality, response to customer complaints and billing practices has been reasonable in light of community needs, and

3. Time Warner Cable has the financial, legal and technical ability to provide the services, facilities and equipment as set forth in its proposal attached; and

4. Time Warner Cable can reasonable meet the future cable-related community needs and interests, taking into account the cost of meeting such needs and interests. 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Board of Trustees of the Village of East Syracuse renews the cable franchise of Time Warner Cable in the Village of East Syracuse for ten (10) years commencing on the date of approval by Public Service Commission.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Board of Trustees of the Village of East Syracuse hereby confirms that this franchise Renewal Agreement replaces the original franchise last amended on April 26, 2006.

Bond resolution – EFC Sewer Improvements grant application
Motion – by Trustee Wagner, seconded by Trustee Para - To adopt the following Resolution authorizing the issuance of $1,510,000 serial bond to finance sanitary sewage improvements:

BOND RESOLUTION DATED APRIL 4, 2016
BOND RESOLUTION OF THE VILLAGE OF EAST SYRACUSE, ONONDAGA COUNTY, NEW YORK AUTHORIZING THE ISSUANCE OF $1,510,000 SERIAL BONDS TO FINANCE THE RECONSTRUCTION AND IMPROVEMENT OF THE VILLAGE SANITARY SEWAGE COLLECTION SYSTEM.

BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Trustees of the Village of East Syracuse, Onondaga County, New York (the "Village"), as follows:

Section 1.
The reconstruction and improvement of the Village sanitary sewage collection system, including original furnishings, equipment, machinery or apparatus required in connection therewith, is hereby authorized at a maximum estimated cost of $1,510,000.

Section 2.
It is hereby determined that the maximum estimated cost of the aforesaid specific object or purpose is $1,510,000, said amount is hereby appropriated therefor and the plan for the financing thereof shall consist of the following:

(a)
the issuance of not to exceed $1,510,000 serial bonds of the Village (the "Bonds") or bond anticipation notes of the Village;

(b)
the receipt of a grant from the New York Environmental Facilities Corporation in the estimated amount of $377,500, to be used to retire $377,500 of the Bonds or bond anticipation notes issued for the foregoing object or purpose; and

(c)
the sale of all or a portion of the Bonds to the New York State Environmental Facilities Corporation as described below. 

Section 3.
It is hereby determined that the period of probable usefulness of the aforesaid specific objects or purposes is forty (40) years, pursuant to subdivision 4 of paragraph (a) of Section 11.00 of the Local Finance Law.  The proposed maturity of the Bonds will be in excess of five years.

Section 4.
Pursuant to Section 107.00(d)(3)(l) of the Local Finance Law, current funds are not required to be provided prior to issuance of the Bonds or any bond anticipation notes issued in anticipation of issuance of the Bonds.

Section 5.
The temporary use of available funds of the Village, not immediately required for the purpose or purposes for which the same were borrowed, raised or otherwise created, is hereby authorized pursuant to Section 165.10 of the Local Finance Law, for the capital purposes described in Section 1 of this Bond Resolution.
Section 6.
The Bonds and any bond anticipation notes issued in anticipation of the Bonds, shall contain the recital of validity prescribed by Section 52.00 of the Local Finance Law and the Bonds, and any bond anticipation notes issued in anticipation of the Bonds, shall be general obligations of the Village, payable as to both principal and interest by a general tax upon all the real property within the Village without legal or constitutional limitation as to rate or amount.  The faith and credit of the Village are hereby irrevocably pledged to the punctual payment of the principal of and interest on the Bonds, and any bond anticipation notes issued in anticipation of the Bonds, and provision shall be made annually in the budget of the Village by appropriation for (a) the amortization and redemption of the Bonds and bond anticipation notes to mature in such year, and (b) the payment of interest to be due and payable in such year.

Section 7.
Subject to the provisions of this Bond Resolution and of the Local Finance Law, and pursuant to the provisions of Section 21.00, 30.00, 50.00 and 56.00 to 63.00 inclusive of the Local Finance Law, the power to authorize the issuance of and to sell bond anticipation notes in anticipation of the issuance and sale of the Bonds herein authorized, including renewals of such notes, and the power to prescribe the terms, form and contents of the Bonds, and any bond anticipation notes, and the power to sell and deliver the Bonds and any bond anticipation notes issued in anticipation of the issuance of the Bonds, and the power to sell and deliver Bonds providing for substantially level or declining annual debt service, is hereby delegated to the Village Treasurer, the chief fiscal officer of the Village.

Section 8.
This Bond Resolution is intended to constitute the declaration of the Village’s "official intent" to reimburse the expenditures authorized by this Bond Resolution with the proceeds of the Bonds and bond anticipation notes authorized herein, as required by Treasury Regulation Section 1.150-2.  Other than as specified in this Bond Resolution, no monies are, or are reasonably expected to be, reserved, allocated on a long term basis, or otherwise set aside with respect to the permanent funding of the objects or purposes described herein.

Section 9.
The  Treasurer, as chief fiscal officer of the Village, is further authorized to sell all or a portion of the Bonds to the New York State Environmental Facilities Corporation (the "EFC") in the form prescribed in one or more loan agreements (the "Loan Agreements") between the Village and EFC; to execute and deliver on behalf of the Village one or more Loan Agreements, project financing agreements, and letters of intent with the EFC and to accept the definitive terms of one or more Loan Agreements from EFC by executing and delivering one or more terms certificates; and to execute such other documents, and take such other actions, as are necessary or appropriate to obtain loans or grants from EFC for all or a portion of the costs of the expenditures authorized by this Bond Resolution, and perform the Village's obligations under its Bonds delivered to EFC, the project financing agreements and the Loan Agreements.  
Section 10.
The validity of the Bonds authorized by this Bond Resolution and of any bond anticipation notes issued in anticipation of the Bonds may be contested only if:

(a)
such obligations are authorized for an object or purpose for which the Village is not authorized to expend money; or 

(b)
the provisions of law which should be complied with at the date of the publication of this Bond Resolution are not substantially complied with, and an action, suit or proceeding contesting such validity is commenced within twenty (20) days after the date of such publication; or 

(c)
such obligations are authorized in violation of the provisions of the New York State Constitution.

Section 11.
This Bond Resolution, or a summary hereof, shall be published in the official newspaper of the Village, together with a notice of the Village Clerk in substantially the form provided in Section 81.00 of the Local Finance Law.

Section 12.
The Village Board of Trustees hereby determines that the provisions of the State Environmental Quality Review Act and the regulations thereunder have previously been satisfied with respect to the expenditures authorized by this resolution.

Discussion: Mayor Tackman reported that other grants will be sought to offset and lower the responsibility of the Village.
Trustee Daniel Wagner asked what the scope of work that is done under this project that was not done under the projects under the NYS DEC Consent Order.

This project includes approximately 12,500 lf of 6” to 15” diameter sanitary sewer using cured in place pipe, replacement of 24 existing brick manholes and rehabilitation improvements of 20 existing manholes using chemical grout sealing.  
Polling the Board: Deputy Mayor Carr – yes, Trustee Mattox – yes, Trustee Para – yes, Trustee Wagner – yes, and Mayor Tackman - yes.  Motion carried.

Change to Village Elections
Motion – by Trustee Wagner, seconded by Trustee Para - To adopt a Resolution approving an agreement, pursuant to the General Municipal Law, between the Village of East Syracuse and Onondaga County allowing the County to administer future elections in and on behalf of the Village of East Syracuse.  The purpose of this resolution is to formally authorize Onondaga County to administer future Village elections using the County equipment and process.    


Discussion:  Mayor Tackman noted that this has been proposed to the Village at the September 2015 meeting and most recently in a letter from Onondaga County Board of Elections January 27, 2016. This proposal is supported by NYCOM and other Mayor’s.
The pros include: 
· Save money with not having to spend money for local election.  The County will bear the costs;

· Greater participation.  Village turnout was only 158 at the last Village election;

· The County already conducts the elections in November; 

· The weather should be better for getting out in September and October than February and March; and

· Gives new Board members some time before they are dropped right into preparing and adopting a budget.

Elections would be held in November.  People are already familiar with elections in November. The terms for official would be extended until take office in January.

Onondaga County Board of Elections Commissioner Dustin Czarny noted that others that have made the change have elected to take office in December, but prefer the January option in case there is a problem with the Board of Elections being able to certify the election. It could happen.  Also it is after the holidays.

Mayor Tackman favors the January option.  Allows time for the process to be completed and all issues resolved.

Terms for all Offices and Officials would be extended until January and the Organizational meeting would be held then.

Deputy Mayor James Carr was concerned as to whether the public understand that terms will be extended.

Mayor Tackman reported that should this be adopted there will be a press release and an informational campaign to inform the community of this change. Board of Elections Commissioner Czarny offered that they will help in getting this out to the public as well.
Sally Seeley asked for clarification and the steps to be taken to move the elections from March to November.
Mayor Tackman pointed out the three resolutions:

1. To turn over the elections to the County;

2. To change the date from March to November for Village elections; and

3. To extend the terms. 

Deputy Mayor Carr still concerned that people don’t know that we are extending our terms.

Commissioner Czarny noted that the proposal is subject to permissive referendum.  If people are opposed they have a process to follow to bring this to a vote.  If there are any questions, on any steps to the process, please call the Board of Elections. Happy to help in any way.

Polling the Board: Deputy Mayor Carr – yes, Trustee Mattox – yes, Trustee Para – yes, Trustee Wagner – yes, and Mayor Tackman - yes.  Motion carried.

Motion – by Trustee Para, seconded by Trustee Wagner - To adopt a Resolution, subject to permissive referendum, moving the date of all future elections for Village of East Syracuse offices, formerly held on the third Tuesday in March of each year to be held on the normally scheduled November general election date beginning November in November, 2017 pursuant to the Onondaga County Board of Elections calendar.  The purpose of this resolution is to move the Village elections to the “general” November election date to save costs in the future and to provide a more functional transition after elections including time for Board training and participation in the annual budget process before acceptance. 
Polling the Board: Deputy Mayor Carr – yes, Trustee Mattox – yes, Trustee Para – yes, Trustee Wagner – yes, and Mayor Tackman - yes.  Motion carried.

Motion – by Trustee Wagner, seconded by Trustee Mattox - To adopt a Resolution, subject to permissive referendum, extending the terms of all Village office holders until December 31st, 2017, or to the end of any calendar year the term would normally expire, to coincide with the change of the election date as previously moved.  The purpose of this resolution is to insure office terms do not expire prematurely if the new election cycle is adopted.

DEPARTMENT HEAD REPORTS

DPW - Superintendent Ronald Russell, III

STREET REPAIR – Potholes were patched with cold mix village-wide.  Street inspection began and will continue to assess winter damage and track priorities.

YARD WASTE – Pick up of yard waste starts Monday April 4th and will be picked up on every Monday until the end of October.  DPW picked up yard waste on Monday, March 28th due to the large amount already put out before the start of pick-up.

SANITARY SEWER – Brushed out Marcy Street right-of-way for future repair.  The monitor for the Dausman Street high water level is in the process of being repaired due to a signal problem.  All sewers were marked in the 400 & 500 blocks of Hartwell Ave due to water line construction.  Vents & CO’s were repaired where needed.
SNOW OPERATIONS – Repair of turf damage due to sidewalk/street plow operations was repaired.  Crews salted twice and plowed once during the month of March.  Snow fence was removed.

PARKS & REC – Crews picked up trash at the Park and also checked for any maintenance that needs to be addressed.  DPW removed 2 pool pumps for repair or replacement.  Posts were repaired along the north fence to limit vehicles from attempting to drive through.

DRAINAGE – The storm sewer in the 400 block of East Yates was cleaned to remove a blockage.  Basins were cleaned of any debris blocking them during rain events.

GARAGE REPAIR – DPW assisted the contractor in replacing the remaining 4 original windows installed when the 200 building was built in the 60’s with energy efficient windows.

MUNICIPAL BUILDING – DPW assisted the FD in making repairs to the large gear washer.  A lavatory faucet was replaced.  Repairs were made to the fence near the bunk in parking area and turf damage was repaired where needed.

STREET SWEEPING – Village streets were swept twice.  DPW picked up limbs & debris village-wide 3 times due to high winds.  Crews also cleaned up areas around the 2 bridges over CSX and other areas throughout the village that crews mow.

SIGN WORK – DPW continued to replace broken, faded or missing signs in the Village. Crews finished repairs and repainting of barricades used during street repair, special events, etc.

Village Office – Village Clerk Patricia J. Derby

Treasurer’s Report
Board of Trustees has begun preliminary review of the tentative budget for 2016/2017.  

The taxable value for 2016/2017 increased $967,564 over last year [$184,400,005 for 2016/2017 over $183,432,441 for 2015/2016], and the sewer rate is $4142.54 less [$218,129.44 for 2016/2017 and was $222,271.98 for 2015/2016]. 

Public hearing for the Budget is scheduled for Monday, April 11th. Should the Board fail to adopt a budget before May 1st the budget presented on April 11th would be deemed adopted.

Projects

EFC SSO Mitigation project – All three contracts (Contract 1 – Wet Weather Tank; Contract 2 – Sewer Improvements; and Contract 3 – Phelps Street pump station) are completed. The EFC grant and financing went to long term in August with over $1.5 million of total project forgiven. I expect to do one final payment request to Rural Development (only covered Contracts 1 & 2) once I receive the final bills from O’Brien & Gere for contract close-out.  The balance with Rural Development is approximately $75,000.  Will apply for un-funded early project costs and see if accepted.
Phase 2, Contract No 2 – Sanitary Sewer System Improvements – applying to EFC for additional manhole improvements. Project includes approximately 12,500 lf of 6” to 15” diameter sanitary sewer using cured in place pipe, replacement of 24 existing brick manholes and rehabilitation/improvements of 20 existing manholes using chemical grout sealing.  Estimated cost is $1,510,000 with 25% from EFC ($377,500).  The remaining $1,132,500 may be eligible for hardship financing.  
EFC funding – Roof Drains and Sump Pumps

Work has begun on the 3rd location (HR One at 220 West Manlius Street). Work at Rescue Mission went smoothly and is completed.  Still finishing with road and driveway repairs at St. Matthew’s gymnasium. Still to do is Pacelli’s building at 201 West Yates Street.  EFC agreements call for project to be completed by the end of May, with all payment submittals done before end of September. 
Grants

Onondaga County WEP Suburban Green Improvement – Sewer Improvements
Second round of funding awarded $100,000 to the Village for sewer infrastructure repairs and improvements. This work is being done utilizing Onondaga County Term Contract. Work includes approximately 850-ft of sanitary sewer pipe rehabilitation using cured in-place pipe along Manlius Street, Dausman Street and Marcy Street. All work is complete except along Marcy Street. 
Onondaga County Community Development – Kinne Street sidewalks Phase 2 & Phase 3

Bids will be opened on April 11th.  Funding for Phase 2 was $25,000 and Phase 3 $50,000. Work is for replacement of existing curbing and sidewalks at specified locations along Kinne Street.
Other Committees and Boards

Zoning – met March 24th and approved a use variance for Verizon Wireless to install a micro cell antenna at 419 West Manlius Street.  They will go to the Planning Board in April before coming to the Board of Trustees for final site plan approval. 

Planning – Several members attended the Planning Federation training in early March. Verizon Wireless progresses to planning for their April 11th meeting. Continues working on Design Guidelines. 

Safety – last met in July 2015.  Next meeting is scheduled for June.
Parks Department – Director Tom Richardson
