The Annual Meeting for the Village of East Syracuse was called to order at 7:10PM by Mayor Tackman.

Mayor Tackman proposes the “Eagle Bulletin” be designated as the official newspaper.

Mayor Tackman proposed that Key Bank, M&T, Solvay Bank, Community Bank NA, and are designated as the Village depositories, with maximum allowable deposit up to $10 million, for one year.

Motion – by Trustee Wagner, seconded by Trustee Mattox - That the regularly scheduled meetings of the Board of Trustee will be held, the business meeting will be held the first Monday of each month at 7:00PM at the Court Room.  (For September 2015, the meeting will be held on the 2nd Monday of the month) All meetings are conducted in accordance with the Open Meetings Law.

Motion  - by Deputy Mayor Carr, seconded by Trustee Wagner - That the usual Bonds and Penalties be written by the Insurance Agent covering the Board Members, Village Clerk, Treasurer, Tax Collector, Justice, Acting Justice, Court Clerk, and any other employees handling cash and/or authorized to sign checks for the Village.

Motion – by Trustee Mattox, seconded by Deputy Mayor Carr - As authorized by Section 1094 of the Real Property Tax Law, the Board of Trustees hereby waives all penalties and interests on unpaid Village taxes prior to April 1941, provided that such taxes are paid in full within one year of adoption of this motion.

Motion – by Trustee Wagner, seconded by Deputy Mayor Carr - That the Board of Trustees provides for the partial payment of Village real property taxes pursuant to the Onondaga County Legislature’s actions taken on March 6, 1995, under Chapter 928 of the Laws of 1994 resolving that Village collecting officers are authorized to accept partial payments of village real property taxes, special ad valorem levies, and special assessments.  
The Onondaga County Legislature adopted a resolution (Resolution 38) on March 6, 2012 as follows:



Amending Resolution No. 37 – 1995

Regarding Partial payments of Village Real Property Taxes

WHEREAS, by Resolution No. 37-1995, this Legislation authorized village collection officers to accept partial payments of village real property taxes, special ad valorem levies, and special assessments; and

WHEREAS, in these difficult economic times, many residents of Onondaga County are finding it difficult to budget real property tax payments according to the existing schedules established in such resolutions; and

WHEREAS, when a resident is unable to make conforming payments, the municipality is negatively affected because it misses out on having cash in-hand and the resident is negatively affected because of the statutory interest and penalties accruing on the outstanding balance; and

WHEREAS, it is necessary to amend the prior resolution so as to provide residents greater flexibility in making partial real property tax payments in amounts other than fifty percent of the total tax due for each of the three permissible installments; 

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that Resolution No. 37-1995, is hereby further amended to allow partial payments of village real property taxes, special ad valorem levies, and special assessments, as shall be consistent with the following:

1. Village real property taxes, special ad valorem levies and special assessments may be paid in up to four (4) partial payments during village collection period of the then current tax year.

2. The initial partial payment shall be paid not later than the penalty-free period of the then current tax year.  Interest and penalties shall be charged against the unpaid balance after such date.

3. No minimum amount is required for a partial payment, except that the final partial payment shall be in the amount of the remaining unpaid balance due and owing.

4. No partial payment shall be accepted from a property owner if there are delinquent real property taxes, special ad valorem levies, and special assessments owed on such property, unless the property owner is current on installment payments to the County pursuant to Local Law No. 7-1995 as may be amended from time to time; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that in all other respects, Resolution No. 37-1995 shall remain in full force and effect; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Clerk of this Legislature is directed to file a certified copy of this resolution with the Commissioner of the New York State Office of real Property Tax Services no later than thirty days after adoption.

The Village Board of Trustees hereby supports this resolution and will in the future accept partial payments in accordance with Onondaga County Resolution No. 38 amending resolution No. 37 – 1995 regarding partial payments of Village real property taxes.  


Discussion:  Trustee Wagner asked about the penalty schedule for Village.  Differs from the 1% that Towns impose for late payments.  Penalties for all Villages in Onondaga County start at 5%.

Motion – by Trustee Wagner, seconded by Deputy Mayor Carr - That the following resolution concerning the advance payment of claims be adopted:


WHEREAS, the Board of Trustees has determined to authorize payment in advance of audit of claims for payroll, public utility services, postage, freight, and express charges, and


WHEREAS, all such claims shall be presented at the next regular meeting for audit; and


NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Board of Trustees authorizes payment in advance of audit of claim for payroll, public utilities services, postage, freight, express charges, and payments and all claims shall be presented at the next regular meeting for audit.


This resolution was initially adopted August 5, 1996 and affirmed annually.

· New York Conference of Mayor’s Training School(s), seminars, workshops, and meetings;

· CNY Clerk/Treasurer Association seminars and bi-monthly meetings;

· NYS Comptroller seminars;

· Onondaga County Mayor’s and Public Officials Association seminars and monthly meetings;

· New York State mandatory Code Enforcement certification training;

· New York Fire Academy;

· Magistrate Association (NYS and CNY) seminars; and

· CNY Court Clerk Association seminars and monthly meetings.

WHEREAS, it is determined by the Board of Trustees that attendance by certain municipal employees and officials at one or more of these meetings, conferences or schools benefit the municipality;

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED:

Section 1.
That Officers and employees are hereby authorized to attend such training:

Section 2.
Approvals granted herewith acknowledge and authorize the payment of claim for any registration or program cost, but not any additional expenses or charges, such as vehicle or mileage reimbursement, overnight accommodations, meals or other out-of-pocket expenses.  A separate and formal request must be made to the Board of Trustees for prior approval for any such additional expenses or charges.

Section 3.
The Board encourages all employees to attend training, locally, or within a day’s drive, to avoid added costs for over-night accommodations whenever possible.

Section 4.
That, whenever possible, a Village vehicle should be used for all village related travel.

Property Tax Cap

Motion – by Trustee Mattox, seconded by Trustee Wagner - To schedule a public hearing on Monday, April 20, 2015 at 7PM in the Municipal Building Courtroom, 204 North Center Street to consider the adoption of a local law authorizing a property tax levy in excess of the limit established in General Municipal Law §3-c.

Local Law No. 1 of 2015 reads as follows:

A Local Law authorizing a property tax levy in excess of the limit established in

 General Municipal Law §3-c

Section 1. Legislative Intent

It is the intent of this local law to allow the Village of East Syracuse to adopt a budget for the fiscal year commencing June 1, 2015 that requires a real property tax levy in excess of the “tax levy limit” as defined by General Municipal Law §3-c.

Section 2.  Authority

This local law is adopted pursuant to subdivision 5 of General Municipal Law §3-c which expressly authorizes a local government’s governing body to override the property tax cap for the coming fiscal year by the adoption of a local law approved by a vote of sixty percent (60%) of said governing body.

Section 3.   Tax Levy Limit Override

The Board of Trustees of the Village of East Syracuse, County of Onondaga, is hereby authorized to adopt a budget for the fiscal year commencing June 1, 2015 that requires a real property tax levy in excess of the amount otherwise prescribed in General Municipal Law §3-c.

Section 4.  Severability

If a Court determines that any clause, sentence, paragraph, subdivision, or part of this local law or the application thereof to any person, firm or corporation, or circumstance is invalid or unconstitutional, the Court’s order of Judgment shall not affect, impair, or invalidate the remainder of this local law, but shall be confined in its operation to the clause, sentence, paragraph, subdivision, or part of this local law or in its application to the person, individual, firm or corporation or circumstance, directly involved in the controversy in which such judgment or order shall be rendered.

Section 5.  Effective Date

This local law shall take effect immediately upon filing with the Secretary of State.

Treasurer’s Report
Board of Trustees has begun preliminary review of the tentative budget for 2015/2016.  This year’s challenge is that we must begin $612,021 less – the amount determined by the NYS Comptroller that the transfer of function will reduce the overall limits for the property tax cap.

The taxable value for 2015/2016 increased $1,601,265 over last year, and the sewer rate is $3886.26 more as well. 
Public hearing for the Budget is scheduled for Monday, April 13th. Should the Board fail to adopt a budget before May 1st the budget presented on April 13th would be deemed adopted.
Elections

Village Elections were held March 18th.  158 people voted on the machine with 21 absentee votes.  

Next Village Election will be in 2017 for: Mayor, two (2) Trustee positions, and the Judge for full term. All positions are 4 year terms.
Projects

EFC SSO Mitigation project – we are ready to convert the short term financing arrangement to long term debt. Targeting job completion for May.

Contract No 2 – Sanitary Sewer System Improvements – was approved for $212,622.39 of additional manhole improvements.  D E Tarolli will be working on 15 manholes on East Manlius Street, Williams Street, North Center Street, McCool Ave, Silver Street, North Street, Ball Street, Division Street, Charles Street, and Hartwell Ave.

Brownfield Opportunities Areas

The Final Report has been forwarded to the Department of State and reviewed with Onondaga County.
EFC funding – Roof Drains and Sump Pumps

OBG has prepared final work plan and design estimates. Project includes six properties.  Total project costs are now estimated to be $380,000 with $279,000 GIGP award. This requires an additional $45,400 commitment from the Village.
Onondaga County WEP Suburban Green Improvement – DPW Garage

LaFleur Contractors have been working on site last week and before the frigid cold took hold. Contract award is $115,000.

Second round of funding awarded $108,000 to the Village for sewer infrastructure repairs and improvements.

 Other Committees and Boards

Zoning –  last met in August 2014. 

Planning – Met applicant meeting with April 2014. Continues to meet working on Design Guidelines. 

Safety –  Met in February with representative from NYMIR. Working on improving accident reporting,  investigations and follow-up.  
Village Justice Court – Judge Joseph J. Zavaglia
Welcome to our new Acting Judge - Holly Glassford. She has completed training and will be working with Judges Zavaglia, Gideon and Jokl. 

Winter ban parking is no longer effective. Residents may park on street throughout night. Town of Dewitt Police having been writing parking tickets for Village of East Syracuse.

We will be changing from Key Bank to Community Bank due to service charges. Community Bank has been very helpful to us. Should be changed by the end of the month.
DPW – Superintendent Ronald A. Russell, III
STREET CLEANING – Streets have been swept of debris twice.  DPW picked up trash, tree limbs and recyclables 3 times as snow melted.  Recyclables continue to be a trash problem village-wide due to wind, snow plow operations and overfilled blue bins.  A program designed to help the environment hurts the environment due to the use of containers without lids.  A solution to this problem would be roll out containers with lids for both recyclables and garbage.

TREE WORK – DPW  crews removed 7 trees with damage from the July Storm.  National Grid also removed 5 trees in proximity to their overhead lines.  Over 50 stumps need to be ground out filled. We are hoping to have the stumps addressed in the next month. Trees were trimmed of low hanging and damaged branches throughout the village.
SNOW OPERATIONS – DPW  plowed streets and sidewalks and salted when needed.  Snow piles were removed from municipal property and some areas where it created hazards to motorists.  Sidewalks along Old Bridge Street and Bridge Street from Dunkin Donuts to the end south of 690 were reopened.  We were unable to keep them open due to the large amount of snow from NYS DOT plowing operations.  Repairs were made to salt spreaders and plows that were broken or parts failed.  Both salt spreaders had major repair issues and parts availability is becoming a problem.
DRAINAGE – DPW  opened frozen and snow blocked basins in anticipation of the thaw conditions.  Drainage ditches along East & West First Street were cleared of snow to allow improved drainage.

SANITARY SEWERS – The main sewer on West Manlius Street between North Street and Charles Street was cleaned to help clear a problem at Rite Aid.  Vents and cleanouts were repaired.  Floor drains in the Fire Department bays were cleaned.

SIGN WORK – Damaged or worn signs were replaced/repaired when work schedules allowed.  The American Flags displayed on Manlius Street had poles repaired, worn flags removed for proper disposal and new brackets fabricated at DPW.

STREET REPAIR – DPW crews patched pot holes etc. with cold mix until permanent repairs can be made.  Most pothole complaints continue to be on Manlius Street which is a state highway maintained by NYS DOT.

BUILDINGS – DPW installed a new door and also built a passage way door to isolate PD sensitive areas.  A pole light in the Municipal Building parking area was repaired.

All other DPW functions were addressed on scheduled days or when needed.  DPW crews will concentrate on street repair, fixing plow damaged sod, tree work, removal of debris hidden by snow and street cleaning during April.


DPW Superintendent Ronald Russell, III reports that they are transitioning from snow operations to something else!
Addressed the on-going complaints about trees, especially the trimming recently done by National Grid’s Contractor.  National Grid was a huge help following the July Storm but the Contractor doing the trimming didn’t us any favors.  Many people are now afraid of trees but if we don’t replant will be problems later.

BOARD MEMBER COMMENTS

Deputy Mayor James E. Carr, Jr. thanked the Fire Department. As his past liaison assignment it was an honor and privilege to serve with them,  When the bell goes off – they are the best.

Looking forward to another year working with Randy and the Codes Department.  Codes are very important to the Village.  Cannot improve the Village without enforcement.  It’s vital.

Trustee Janet L. Mattox thanked everyone who helped in the campaign. Special thanks to Deputy Mayor Barbara Quonce, the other Board members, the Mayor and employees of the Village for helping her navigate her way in this new role.  First and foremost  will  answer to  the residents and the taxpayers of the Village, and all efforts will be undertaken in a fiscally responsible way. Thank you for the vote of confidence.

MAYOR’S REMARKS – Mayor Robert T. Tackman

Encourage residents to, and looking for ways to light up the Municipal Building in blue.

NYMIR  - the Village’s insurance provider is offering a one-day training workshop on Boiler Operations & Maintenance April 21st.  May be something that Building Maintenance Janet Forest can attend.
East Syracuse Library – is having their Annual Meeting Tuesday, April 7th at 7PM.  Deputy Mayor Carr will attend.

Planning & Zoning Boards met with most of the members of the Village’s Planning and Zoning Board of Appeals to catch up on activities.  Opportunity to share ideas and talk about Village’s objectives for development.  Also a chance to learn more about those Boards process and find ways to make work better.
