Comments:

Director of Code Enforcement Randy Capriotti presented details of proposed addition of micro cell wireless telecommunications facility on chimney of existing building at 419 West Manlius Street.  Zoning Board of Appeals granted a use variance on March 24th with conditions to include the installation of landscaping and/or fencing to screen the equipment compound from view. Planning Board reviewed this matter at April 11th meeting. Planning Board recommends approval of plans revised and dated 3/30/16.

Presented photo showing the location of the equipment panel and the back of the building.  

Mayor Robert T. Tackman reported on the review from the Planning Board and the conditions agreed to from the Zoning Board of Appeals for landscape screening and fencing.

Deputy Mayor James E. Carr, Jr. asked about loss of parking.  Mr. Jared Lusk from Nixon Peabody reports that there is no loss of parking.  Parking for the tenants is not defined and there are no striped parking spaces.
Deputy Mayor Carr asked how tall the antenna extends.  The antenna is approximately 2 feet above the height of the chimney.  The unit is about the size of a 5 gallon paint can.

Trustee Janet L. Mattox asked about the coverage in the area.  Mr. Lusk reported that the tower at Basile Rowe is currently overloaded.  This antenna will help to relieve that overload.

Deputy Mayor Carr asked about the fees.  Mr. Lusk reports that they have paid $2900 for this application with Planning and Zoning review.

Sidewalk Program 
Motion – by Trustee Wagner, seconded by Trustee Para - To adopt the following Resolution to continue the Sidewalk Repair and Replacement Program:

BE IT HEREBY RESOLVED, that the Village Board of Trustees does hereby adopt a sidewalk repair and replacement program, the cost of which will be shared by abutting property owners and the Village of East Syracuse;

The property owner will, in general, assume the material cost, and the Village of East Syracuse, in general, will assume the labor cost.

Property owners desiring to participate in this program shall make application to the Village Clerk.  Such application should describe the condition, length, width, and location of the sidewalk to be repaired or replaced.

The Superintendent of Public Works will approve applications on the basis of need and condition.

A charge against the owner/applicant shall be made per running foot of sidewalk, for plain walk and reinforced walk forming part of a driveway, where dimensions are four feet wide.  Charges per running foot shall be adjusted accordingly where dimensions deviate from four feet wide.

When applications have been approved, the owner/applicant will be notified and advised of their share of the cost.  Such charge will be immediately due and must be paid over to the Village Clerk before any work will be started.  This program is for residential property only.

IT IS FURTHER RESOLVED that all money paid to the Village with reference to the sidewalk program will be deposited in the General Fund and any payments made for materials and labor for sidewalk repair and replacement will come from this account prior to any money from the budget account.

Project includes replacement of existing curbing and concrete sidewalks at specified locations along Kinne Street in the Village of East Syracuse.
The project is funded by a grant from the Onondaga County Community Development.  Village was awarded $75,000 ($25,000 Phase 2 and $50,000 Phase 3).

Motion – by Trustee Wagner, seconded by Trustee Mattox -  To award contract to LaFleur Construction for Kinne Street Curb and Sidewalk Improvements based upon their low bid of $76,000 and the recommendations of the Village’s Engineers, contingent upon approvals from the Village Attorneys and Onondaga County Community Development Program.

Not practical for members to use their own vehicles when transporting equipment and gear.

Trustee Mattox asked to continue the conversation. Would like to see a full list of Village vehicles, especially Fire Department including where they are assigned to and operate from.

Mayor Tackman offered that a special meeting could be called to consider vehicles before the June meeting.

DEPARTMENT HEAD REPORTS

Village Office – Village Clerk Patricia J. Derby

Treasurer’s Report
The fiscal year 2016/2017 budget was adopted on April 18th.  

The 2016/2017 budget contains $4,112,320 ($280,193 less than last year’s 4,392,513) in total appropriations. Of this amount $3,954,945 is for Village operations (General Fund). $157,375 is for the Sewer Fund.

The Village tax levy will be based upon $184,216,410 total taxable values, which is an increase of $831,969 from last year. 

The amount to be raised in property taxes $2,574,815. $2,417,440 for the General operating costs results in a tax rate of 13.12, a .001% decrease from last year. The sewer tax rate is $.72 to raise $157,375.

$55,000 will be taken from unassigned fund balance. 

Wages for 2016 are $908,697 (decrease $8175 this year even with a 24% decrease last year) and include a 2% raise for most hourly employees. Salaried employees will not receive any increase.  Wages and benefits comprise 41% which is a considerable drop from 58% of the budget in 2015/2016.  

Debt payments (principal and interest) are $443,470 (11%) of the operating fund budget.

Projects

EFC SSO Mitigation project – All three contracts (Contract 1 – Wet Weather Tank; Contract 2 – Sewer Improvements; and Contract 3 – Phelps Street pump station) are completed. The EFC grant and financing went to long term in August with over $1.5 million of total project forgiven. I expect to do one final payment request to Rural Development (only covered Contracts 1 & 2) once I receive the final bills from O’Brien & Gere for contract close-out.  The balance with Rural Development is approximately $75,000.  Will apply for un-funded early project costs and see if accepted.

Phase 2, Contract No 2 – Sanitary Sewer System Improvements – applying to EFC for additional manhole improvements. Project includes approximately 12,500 lf of 6” to 15” diameter sanitary sewer using cured in place pipe, replacement of 24 existing brick manholes and rehabilitation/improvements of 20 existing manholes using chemical grout sealing.  Estimated cost is $1,510,000 with 25% from EFC ($377,500).  The remaining $1,132,500 may be eligible for hardship financing.  

EFC funding – Roof Drains and Sump Pumps

Work is almost done at HR One at 220 West Manlius Street and they are beginning at Silver and Yates Street. Work at Rescue Mission went smoothly and is completed.  Still working on issues with road and driveway repairs at St. Matthew’s gymnasium. EFC agreements call for project to be completed by the end of May, with all payment submittals done before end of September. 
Grants

Onondaga County WEP Suburban Green Improvement – Sewer Improvements

Second round of funding awarded $100,000 to the Village for sewer infrastructure repairs and improvements. This work is being done utilizing Onondaga County Term Contract. Work includes approximately 850-ft of sanitary sewer pipe rehabilitation using cured in-place pipe along Manlius Street, Dausman Street and Marcy Street. All work is complete except along Marcy Street. 

NYS BOA (Brownfield Opportunities Areas)
Final report has been submitted.  Looking to set up meeting with NYS Department of State to learn how to proceed to Step 3.

Onondaga County Community Development – Kinne Street sidewalks Phase 2 & Phase 3

Bids were opened on April 11th and awarded tonight.  Funding for Phase 2 was $25,000 and Phase 3 $50,000. Work is for replacement of existing curbing and sidewalks at specified locations along Kinne Street.
Other Committees and Boards

Zoning – met March 24th and approved a use variance for Verizon Wireless to install a micro cell antenna at 419 West Manlius Street.  They met with the Planning Board in April before coming to the Board of Trustees for tonight’s final site plan approval. 

Planning – Met in April regarding Verizon Wireless at 419 West Manlius Street. Work continues on Design Guidelines. 

Safety – last met in July 2015.  Next meeting is scheduled for June.

Department of Public Works – DPW Superintendent Ron Russell, III

SNOW OPERATIONS – Salted and plowed once.  Crews began removing plows on some of the vehicles, made any needed repairs and cleaned for seasonal storage.

MOWING ROUTES - DPW crews began mowing municipal areas throughout the Village.

PARKS & REC – DPW crews began mowing park area and ball fields.  Areas that needed repairs were top soiled and seeded.  Crews replaced one of the pumps for the pool.  Park benches were repaired & painted.  A large tree stump was removed along the north fence and the area filled and seeded. Low hanging branches were trimmed throughout the Park.  Crews picked up field mix for the ball fields.  Debris from over the winter was picked up.

SIDEWALKS – Crews repaired 2 sidewalks that had trip hazards reported to the Office.

TREE WORK – Crews trimmed numerous trees throughout the Village.  Grindings were removed and holes were filled and seeded at 8 sites in the Village where trees were removed.

SANITARY SEWERS – Crews flushed a problem sewer on Hartwell Ave.  The sanitary sewers were cleaned in the Berkshire Bank/NYS 290 area. Repairs were made to a broken main on Mercy Street near CSX main line.  
A bugged floor drain at the Firehouse was cleaned and jetted.  Numerous broken vents and clean outs were repaired throughout the Village.  Crews soft dug a sink hole on East Second Street and found a broken lateral.  The owner of the property is out of state and repairs will be made when he returns.

STORM SEWERS – Crews cleaned numerous basins primarily on the south side of the Village.  We are on track to have nearly all the basins done by the late spring.  This will take care of MS4 requirements for basin cleaning.  Repairs were made to a catch basin at Hartwell & East Irving and a basin was repaired and curb replaced at Stoutenger & West Second.

STREET REPAIR -  Numerous pot holes were filled with cold patch and will be repaired this spring/summer.

STREET LIGHTS – Street lights were surveyed during the night and 22 lights were found not working and locations were turned over to National Grid.  10 lights were also out at Ellis Field Park and Grid is working on that problem.
STREET SWEEPING – Village streets were swept once and some problem areas were swept a second time. Windblown debris from trash/recycling day continues to be a problem.  Crews were out 4 times picking up cans, blue bins and debris out of the road and cub/sidewalk areas.

Numerous other duties scheduled or needed to be addressed were taken care of.


Mayor Tackman asked how the work done at the DPW with the Save the Rain grant is working.  DPW Superintendent Russell reports it is working great! Got rid of a lot of the headaches.  Water use to lie in the parking lot.  Now there were no issues over the winter.  It’s working perfectly.
Building Maintenance – Janet Forest
Here we are, it’s May already.  I can’t believe summer will be here soon.  I have been doing spring cleaning.  The stone floors are getting a deep clean with a special floor cleaner. Next I will start on the stripping and waxing of the hallway floors, then shampooing the chairs and carpets. In between I plan on spending time weeding around the building.  As you can see, I’ve been busy.

I did a walk around the building on May 2nd with Jayme Sellars from Smart Watt.  He is putting together a new proposal.

Still waiting to hear from Schneider Brothers for the canopy project.  They are very booked but said it will be as soon as they have an opening.


Janet Forest added that the proposal for the lights from National Grid has increased because of the delay from approximately $5000 to $7000.  Also found more lights.  Mayor Tackman asked the Board to review the proposal to act on in June.
