Tax Levy 

Village property taxes went out for June 1st, payable without penalty by July 1st.  The bills were again run by the County and mailed by the County.  

The tax levy will be based on taxable value of $184,216,410 ($783,969 more than last year’s 183,431,441) to raise $2,417,440 for the general fund.  The sewer fee will raise $157,375. Total taxes to be raised are $2,574,815. The tax rate for general fund is $13.12/assessed 1000 and $.72 for sewer. 
Treasurer’s Report

Preliminary year end numbers are mixed. Revenues are slightly higher with Insurance recoveries, State Mortgage tax, gross utilities tax, County VIP and business licenses greater than anticipated. This offset several areas where revenues did not meet expectations: interest earning, franchise fees, BINGO & games of chance, building permits, Court fines & fees, and CHIPS. 

Hoping that any further year end spending is done. There just isn’t any money there.  Just about every Department exceeded their budgets this year – some more than others. 
Delivery of several major expenditures are coming in and will be applied to the 2015/2016 fiscal year, such as 2 Fire Chief vehicles, DPW pick-up truck and Sweeper.

Longstanding issues with the Town of DeWitt for Fire Protection Services were resolved for calendar year 2016 but negotiation should begin again quickly for our next fiscal year 2016/2017.  

Also resolved this year was the settlement with the East Syracuse PBA for contact impact following the abolishment of the Department in 2014. With that issue behind us the Village can focus on future development and a more secure financial situation.

Brownfield Opportunities Areas

Final Report has been submitted to Department of State. Looking to set meeting with DOS to guidance on how to move project along to Step 3 and additional funding opportunities.

NYS EFC GIGP (Green Innovation Grant Program) – Roof Drains and Sump Pumps

Work is wrapping up.  Last property is Pacelli on Yates Street. #5 payment request has been made to EFC.  Will apply to WEP upon completion for their portion [award is $120,000]. EFC award was $279,000.

Onondaga County WEP Suburban Green Improvement – Sewer Improvements

2013 approved project for sewer infrastructure repairs and improvements is being done by Onondaga County WEP. Contract award is $100,000.
Onondaga County Community Development – Kinne Street Curbs and Sidewalks
LaFleur Constructors was awarded the contract for Phase 2 (2013) project and Phase 3 (2014) for $76,000.  Grant awards are $25,000 and $50,000.  Village is responsible for all engineering costs.

Discussion: Mayor Tackman asked how it looks for opening the pool. Director Richardson reports that the electricians were in today to install more powerful breaker to support the new pumps.  Targeting next week for opening.

DPW – Superintendent Ron Russell, III

STREET REPAIR – Repaired a large section of Welch Street near East Second Street.  Project included milling and binder/fine top. Filled potholes at various locations in the Village.  Began street survey for street treatment/repair in the summer months. 
PARKS & REC – Boxed out and spread mulch under several playground structures.  Removed pool pump prior to new pump installation.  Repaired and repainted benches and mowed Park and Ball Fields on regular schedule.  DPW put up flags, set out barricades and swept the parade route for the Memorial Day Parade.

SANITARY SEWERS – Investigated and corrected some issues on West Ave and  Hartwell Ave and continued to monitor Berkshire Bank area due to an earlier problem.  DPW continues to find numerous problems caused by so-called “flushable” wipes and other products getting into sewers.  Toilet paper is the only true flushable product.

SIDEWALKS – Repaired some areas on Kinne Street & Welch Street.  A curb/sidewalk replacement project will be starting on Kinne Street in the area of West Manlius & West Ellis Streets.

YARDWASTE – Season started and routes have been heavy.

STREET SWEEPING – Streets have been swept per MS4 guidelines (EPA/DEC requirement) and 2 special village-wide debris pickups were conducted due to high winds.  DPW mowing routes were started.
TRAINING – 2 employees completed required defensive driving courses.  Other employees went to a catch basin repair seminar, MS4 training and ADA compliance that will be required in future CHIPS funding requests.

TREE WORK – DPW crews trimmed trees in various sections of the Village and took care of a sinkhole problem on Highland Ave due to a decayed stump from the Labor Day Storm several years ago. The Village tree contractor removed several trees too large for DPW crews to safely removed as well trimmed numerous trees that were out of reach of DPW equipment. DPW crews removed the stump grindings and filled the holes where the trees were removed.

SIGN WORK – Signs were repaired & replaced where needed and a possible impalement problem was removed on West Manlius Street.

DPW assisted other Village departments when needed and regular duties were taken care of.  Street repair, sidewalk repair and other projects will be addressed in the coming months.


Discussion:  Superintendent Russell reports that the Village has taken down 2 or 3 more Ash trees.  Starting to notice many more on properties that will be coming down.  Much more expensive to take down once it’s dangerous.  If anyone has any questions, the DPW will come and inspect and explain the options for removal. 
BOARD MEMBER COMMENTS

Deputy Mayor James Carr noted it was a nice parade on Memorial Day.

Trustee Danial Wagner asked if there has been any progress on the police contract with the Town of DeWitt.  

Mayor Tackman reported discussing the matter with the Chief of Police, while it is not his decision he is not in favor of cancelling the contract in mid-year.  They will not be able to provide same level of service at a lower rate.  The car would be pulled from the Village and coverage would be merged with Park Hill area.

Trustee Wagner expressed assurances that the Village will still be adequately covered.

Mayor Tackman suggested that the conversation continue in Executive Session.

Deputy Mayor Carr objected that another meeting is not really needed.  Prepared to make a resolution and let the Board vote.

Village Attorney Robert Germain stated that there is a path to followed should the Board wish to change the contract and it should be discussed in Executive Session.

John and Deborah Hayes, from West Irving Street, attended to bring to the Board’s attention a problem with dog attacks in the neighborhood as well as Highland Ave and Heman Street.  Several neighbors’ dogs have been viciously attacked by pitbulls.  They are afraid to walk their poodle.

Across the street keeps 2 large pitbulls in their backyards.  At times they are unattended and get out to run loose.

Asked what can be done about it.

Deputy Mayor Carr offered that if they are off the leash call the Police.  

Mayor Tackman noted the Village’s Dangerous Dog Law.  The law does not specify by breed.  Must call the Police. They will alert the dog control officer at the SPCA.

Mayor Tackman will meet with the DeWitt Police Commission and advise the Chief of this situation and these concerns.

Village Attorney Robert Germain suggested that meet with the Village Justice as well. Incidents with dangerous dogs must be reported.

Mike Rendino reports that he has seen dogs running loose on Highland Ave.
Mayor Tackman thanked them for bringing this to the Board’s attention.  He will follow-up and make sure the authorities are aware and enforcing the Village’s dangerous dogs local law.

Sally Seeley asked if anything more is happening regarding the Inland Port.  The Mayor reports that it is still at the federal level, still in the planning process.

Motion – by Trustee Para, seconded by Trustee Wagner - To meet in special session with Department Heads regarding vehicle use and assignments.
