Stormwater Coalition

Motion – by Trustee Mattox, seconded by Trustee Wagner - To adopt resolution to continue to participate with CNYRPDB stormwater coalition:

Resolution Supporting Participation in the 

CNY Stormwater Coalition Staff Services and Education Compliance Assistance Program

Resolution authorizing the items listed below pursuant to requirements of the New York State Pollutant Discharge Elimination System Municipal Separate Storm Sewer System General Permit.

WHEREAS, the Village of East Syracuse herein called the “Municipality”, after thorough consideration of the various aspects of the problem and consideration of available information, has hereby determined that certain work, as described in Attachment A, herein called the “Project”, is desirable, is in the public interest, and is required in order to implement the Project; and

WHEREAS, the Central New York Regional Planning & Development Board, herein called the “Board”,  has provided program planning and implementation assistance pertaining to the requirements of the New York State Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (SPDES) Stormwater Phase II General Permit for Municipal Separate Storm Sewer System (MS4) operators since 2002, and 

WHEREAS, the Board has proposed staff and education assistance services in support of sustaining the CNY Stormwater Coalition and to provide a regional public education, outreach and training compliance program to reduce municipal staff burdens, ensure consistency, provide widespread priority audience targeting the most efficient use of limited municipal funds by distributing total program costs over a number of entities within a twelve month timeframe as outlined in Attachment B;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY Village of East Syracuse Board of Trustees 
1. That Robert T. Tackman, Mayor of the Village of East Syracuse or such person’s successor in office is the representative authorized to act in behalf of the Municipality’s governing body in all matters related the Project;

2. That the Municipality agrees that it will fund its portion of the program cost in the amount of $3,600, and that those funds will be made available to the Board upon receipt of invoice.

 That one (1) certified copy of this Resolution will be prepared and sent to the
 Board upon adoption.

That this Resolution takes effect immediately.

For our nominal payment we receive services that make us compliant with storm water regulations that were we not part of the coalition we would have to provide on our own – which we just cannot do.

Mayor Tackman reported meeting with Fire Chief Brewster prior to the meeting.  Thanked the Fire Department for their participation in the community events this past weekend.  

For the Food Truck Rally they had 2 apparatus and distributed literature.  On Saturday there were 3 or 4 crews working details for the Fireworks with an Engine at the School and an Engine and Squad at the Library. 

Deputy Mayor Carr asked about the mutual aid reports – ESFD President speculated that 17 mutual aid calls for the month is higher than normal.  May include the large brush fire in Kirkville that they were called to assist multiple times because of flare-ups.

DPW – Superintendent Ron Russell, III

Activity Report – June 2016

SANITARY SEWERS – Sewer lateral problems were addressed at 211 West Ave and 513 Hartwell Ave.  Several damaged vent & clean-outs were repaired at numerous residences.

DIG SAFELY REQUESTS – DPW crews marked out numerous requests for mark outs of village infrastructure by construction and utility companies’ for excavation work. 

TREE WORK – Trees were pruned in numerous areas of the village.  Low hanging branches obscuring traffic signs were priority. Several young trees were staked to control trunk direction.  Bare root trees planted in November 2015 under wires were inspected and were submitted to National Grid in conjunction with Grid’s 10,000 Trees & Growing program.

SIDWALKS – Sidewalks were poured at 501-503 North Center Street and 721 West Manlius Street.

STORM SEWERS - Catch basins were rebuilt in the 200 block of North Center, Kinne Street at Midland and Burnet Ave near Bristol.  A basin was repaired in the PDS parking area. The access gate to drainage ditches at Fly & Hartwell was repaired to allow access for inspections.

STREET SWEEPING – Village streets were swept 2 times during June following MS4 guidelines.

SIGN WORK - Designated walkways on West Manlius Street and on Highland Ave were striped for pedestrian safety.  2 damaged street names signs were replaced on Silver Street and on Highland Ave.
PARKS & RECREATION – DPW crews did heavy pruning & trimming of park trees along the north fence and East Irving Street side street trees.  The shrubs around the Gazebo were trimmed and some repairs made.  The donor sign for the playground structure that was built several years ago was replaced with a new one.  
The original sign was in bad shape as well as the posts.  The pump for the spray park was installed for summer use.

DPW crews addressed mowing routes, yard waste, trash and street repair as well as all other duties. Crews assisted the Fire Department with leveling & grading the Firemen’s Field prior to a large fundraiser for a family that had a tragic house fire in Syracuse.

Street repair and sidewalk work will be a priority during the next few months.

Mayor Tackman added that the work on the Community development project for Kinne Street curbs and sidewalks is substantially complete, except for a problem with the finish work for a couple of driveways.  Looking to get a couple other estimates for work to repair the “cut-in’s” where Contractor followed the contract specifications but he residents are unhappy with the finished work.

Village Court – Judge Joseph Zavaglia 
Between Traffic Tickets and Criminal Cases - court office has been busy.

New Arraignment Procedures start this week.  Both Judges are ready for the extra work that this will require.  Judge Gideon will start and then rotation between judges in Dewitt, Minoa and East Syracuse.  For all arraignments, must have a DA and Attorney present during this - off hour’s arraignments.

All new and should be interesting.

Audit for the Court will begin July 25.  Usually here one or two days.
Village Office – Village Clerk/Treasurer Patricia J. Derby
Tax Collection

To date, we have collected $2,199,224, 85%% of total Village taxes ($382,603 still outstanding).  We will continue to collect taxes, with late penalties until November when delinquent taxes are turned over to the County.
Annual Financial Audits

F.J. Pompo & Associates will be in later this month to begin the annual audits.  They will start with Court before moving on to the Village accounts.  We have yet to close the “old” year but hopefully that should be done following tonights abstract.

End of Year

With the settlement pay-out of $422,000 to Teamsters/PBA part-time and fulltime Officers as well as a reduced Town of DeWitt for Fire Protection Services agreement at $900,000 there were significant challenges to the budget.  
Added to this there were major purchases for 2 Fire Chief vehicles and the new sweeper.  I expect that expenditures will have exceeded revenues.

Looking forward to current year 2016/2017 there are still uncertainties with the Town Fire Services agreement and final reconciliations for the major SSO mitigation projects.

Grants

Brownfield Opportunities Areas

The Mayor has scheduled a meeting with Department of State representatives in August to learn more about the process to continue in the Brownfield program and move forward to Step 3. 

GIGP Roof Drains 

Work is substantially completed.  Final drawdown requests to EFC and Onondaga County WEP were submitted. EFC completed their inspection for MWBE and grant completion on June 15th.  Overall contractor’s award was $497,000 with $279,000 award from EFC and $120,000 from WEP.

Kinne Street Curbs and Sidewalks

LaFleur Constructors was the successful bidder for this Community Development Block Grant award project (as well as the primary contractor for Roof Drains).  The Village has 2 award for $25,000 for Phase 2 and $50,000 for Phase 3.  LaFleur’s low bid was accepted at the May meeting for $76,000.  

Projects

SSO Mitigation 
All work is completed. Making final submitted to Rural Development for balance of funding for previous studies work not covered under EFC funding. 

Save the Rain

The 2013 project award of $100,000 is for more sewer improvement work.  WEP is doing this work directly.

Other Committees and Boards

Zoning – did not meet in June, nothing pending for July.

Planning – Planning Board continues to work on Design Guidelines and assisting new member.

Safety Committee – Met June 21st to review open claims and discuss measures to improve.  Next meeting is October 18th.

Mayor Tackman reported on a couple of complaints from residents that attempted to pay their tax bills on the last day (Friday, July 1st) only to find that the Office closed at noon.  

This was noted on the tax bill and bills were out June 1st.  There is also a drop box out front.  The penalties are set by RPTL.

Deputy Mayor Carr proposed that the Office not close that day.  Trustee Mattox noted that July 1st falls on a different day each year.   
Parks Department – Director Tom Richardson

All programs are in full swing. Session 2 for swimming lessons starts this week. All lessons are near capacity. Registration for session 3 & 4 will be on Tuesday July 19 and Thursday, July 21st at Hanlon Pool.

Opening Park Picnic was held on June 27th .  

Bubble Gum Hunt was held on June 28th . 50 children participated.

40 children and parents attended Family Swim night on Friday, July 1st 

Weekly events include Arts and crafts, archery, Tennis, Check parks brochure for days and times.
Community Week was a big success . Fabcats took stage on July 6th at Ellis Field Park, followed by the Food truck rally on July 7th . The Ice cream social at Ellis Field Park was well attended and enjoyed by all on July 8th . The Ronald A Russell Community Day was on July 9th . Dan Elliot and the Monterays took stage from 6:15 – 9:15 followed by another great fireworks show.
 Thank you to everyone involved in event: Chestnut Security, Fire Dept., DPW, Eaves and all the organizations that participated. A special thanks to Mayor Tackman who was at all 4 events from start to finish.

Ellis Field Park Concerts in Gazebo started on June 29th with a show Letizia and the Z band . What about Bob will be on Wednesday, July 13th .Concerts will continue on Wednesday evenings for the month of July and August. (Get a complete listing of bands on Village web site.) 

Taste of East Syracuse will be on August 3rd.

Seniors – The seniors have been busy. The picnic at Ellis field Pavilion on June 18th was enjoyed by everyone. Thank you to students from ESE for putting on a great Flag Day show for seniors., 

 24 seniors attended show to Spaghetti warehouse for dinner & murder mystery show. 51 attended Tioga Downs day trip.

Upcoming events - July 15th  (Chorus Line)  July 28th (Erie Canal Cruise).
20 senior attend Card party on 3rd Floor of Municipal building June 23rd.  Card parties will resume in September.

25 attended Bennett Manor Luncheon on June 21st . Next luncheon will be in September.

Mayor Tackman thanked Parks Director Tom Richardson for everything he did last week.  All the events were wonderful and well attended. Also thanked all the volunteers that helped throughout the week.
BOARD MEMBER COMMENTS

Trustee Daniel Wagner apologized for missing the meeting scheduled with the Village Attorney but wants to move forward the discussion to eliminate the contract with the Town for enhanced police services.
Mayor Tackman recommended that these discussion be had with the advice of the Village Attorney.

Deputy Mayor Carr protested that if a member wants to make a motion it should be considered.

Trustee Wagner proposed starting the process to notify the Town that the Village no longer needs extended services.
Mayor Tackman shared his understanding that the contract was entered into from a public referendum. To change that would also need to be by public referendum.

Trustee Wagner noted the need to get going on this then if it needs to be on the November ballot.

Deputy Mayor Carr stated that the Village does not need extended services. The DeWitt Police is a professional department and they will provide adequate services to the Village without an agreement.

Trustee Wagner objected to the Village paying $375,000 a year for the same services that the Park Hill area gets.

Deputy Mayor Carr noted the contract term is through December 2018. Come that time DeWitt Police will provide the services that we need without further payment.  Why not just accept that service now.

Trustee Wagner noted that DeWitt does a wonderful job, but the contract makes it better for them, not us.  We no longer require dedicated patrol 24/7.

Mayor Tackman reports that if the Village were to cancel the contract that DeWitt PD will no longer operate the sub-station out of the Municipal Building.  Without compensation everything will be pulled from the Village.

Deputy Mayor Carr commented that when everything is pulled in 2 years the Police will still provide professional services to the Village.

Mayor Tackman noted that without a car in the Village it could take 20 minutes or better to respond from Jamesville.

Deputy Mayor Carr stated that DeWitt will not stop patrolling the Village. 
Trustee Carol Para stated that they will stop special patrols such as the walking patrols they do now.  Don’t know about the other neighborhoods but need that in her neighborhood.

Deputy Mayor Carr said that the Chief of Police will not let any part of the Town suffer and the Village is in the Town.

Trustee Para stated but the Village will suffer.

Motion – by Trustee Wagner, seconded by Trustee Mattox – To start the process, by notice, letter or resolution to eliminate the extended services agreement with the Town of DeWitt.

Polling the Board: Deputy Mayor Carr – yes, Trustee Mattox – yes, Trustee Para – no, Trustee Wagner – yes, and Mayor Tackman – no.  Motion carried.  

Trustee Wagner asked that the Village Attorney be informed of this decision.

Deputy Mayor James E. Carr, Jr. thanked Tom and all those that helped out on the fireworks.  The fireworks were great, as usual. Great job and thank-you.
Trustee Wagner noted that security coverage was very good.

Mayor Tackman reported that security was provided by Chestnut Security.  They had 17 security personnel, 4 Sheriffs, as well as the Fire Department there, EAVES, and the Onondaga County Emergency Management EM50 Command Center. 

DeWitt Police were not part of the security detail, but were seen in the Village in the McCool Ave area.
MAYOR’S REMARKS – Robert T. Tackman
Special guests also attended the 40th Annual Community Fireworks.  NYS Senator John DeFrancisco presented a Citation saluting the Village event noting the history and the contributions of Ronald A. Russell, Jr. (copy attached).

Assemblywoman Pamela Hunter attended and joined Gino Barbuto from East Syracuse Chevy for the countdown to the fireworks.  Onondaga County Legislator (and former Mayor) Danny J. Liedka spoke as well as Town of DeWitt Supervisor Ed Michalenko.

Was an awesome event to cap off a busy week that started Wednesday with the Band Concert at the Gazebo.  The Food Truck Rally on Thursday only had 2 food trucks but for a first time event was well attended by neighbors that walked down to Manlius Street. 

The Ice Cream Social was held at the Park (instead of the Firemen’s Field) on Friday. Was nice that people stayed awhile to talk with their neighbors and listen to some music.

Great job to all involved and thank you to our contributors:  East Syracuse Chevy ($5000), Romano Toyota ($500), and Byrne Dairy ($500 and supplies).
Attended session put on my NYS Assemblywoman Hunter and an Assemblyman from Buffalo regarding the recent legislation on Zombie Properties.  The concept is to get quicker response for vacant properties.  Owners and the Bank will have to register and maintain properties with penalties imposed by local Courts.  Finally legislation that we can support that doesn’t add any un-funded mandates and actually may add revenues locally.
NYS DOT is currently working in the Village preparing for a project to mill and pave Route 290 in the Village.  They will pave from the 290 Bridge west to Worth Street and later extend up past Wegman’s to Thompson Road.  Expect work to be 2 to 3 weeks.  Looking at the better alternative for day-time or night-time construction with minimal impact on commercial business and residents.

This along with the County paving Hartwell Ave and the Village DPW plans to work on Kinne Street should have the Village looking good.

EAVES has approached the Village again asking that the Village consider be part of the Town’s Ambulance District.  They claim that the over $3000 in losses in the Village exceed the assistance the Village provides ($8000).

Trustee Mattox proposed increasing the amount the Village gives to EAVES.

Mayor Tackman noted that EAVES is looking at their position to build a new facility.  There are also other ambulance services in the area – Rural Metro and AMR.

Trustee Wagner commented that should let the Town know of any decision by November for their budget preparation.
