DPW – Paving Project

Motion – by Trustee Para, seconded by Deputy Mayor Carr - To approve the proposal from Lan-Co for repair of approximately 1400sf on Kinne Street and Manlius Street intersection for $26,000 and 130 lf of granite curbing on west side of road $7800.  CHIPS funds will be used.


Discussion:  DPW Superintendent Ron Russell explained the extent of project including additional curbing on west side near where Post Office installed granite curbing as part of their parking lot upgrade a few years ago.
Mayor Tackman noted that this will clean up that intersection, especially following the NYS project to repave Manlius Street from Rt. 290 Bridge to Worth Street. Work should begin in September.

Brownfield Opportunities Areas

Meeting with Department of State is scheduled for August 2nd.  

GIGP Roof Drains 

Work is completed. Funding provided by EFC has been exhausted with payments received totaling $265,049.97. Onondaga County WEP payment of $100,000 was received 7/15. Total payment of $415,588.42 to Contractor LaFleur have been made. 

O’Brien & Gere charges for this project (to date) were $130,460.49. The Village was responsible for 10% match.

Kinne Street Curbs and Sidewalks

Project is complete. Once payment is made to Contractor LaFleur I will submit payment reimbursement from Onondaga County Community Development.

The Village has 2 awards for $25,000 for Phase 2 and $50,000 for Phase 3.  LaFleur’s low bid was accepted at the May meeting for $76,000.

SSO Mitigation 
All work is completed. Received final drawdown from Rural Development for balance of funding for previous studies work not covered under EFC funding ($77,469.36).
Other Committees and Boards

Zoning – did not meet in July, nothing pending.

Planning – Planning Board continues to work on Design Guidelines.  Possible development at old driving range may be coming in soon.

Safety Committee – Next meeting is October 18th.

Mayor Tackman asked if St. Matthew’s is satisfied with finished work in their parking area.  Director of Code Enforcement Capriotti offered assurances that they are okay with finished project.
Mayor Tackman asked about estimates to correct the problems with 2 driveways as part of the Community Development project curbs and sidewalks on Kinne Street.  DPW Superintendent Russell reported getting 2 more quotes both of which were higher than the $1600 from Contractor and would not begin until after September. Will have proposals for September meeting.

SIDEWALKS – Crews did sidewalk repairs at 101 East Ave, 721 West Manlius Street and 100 East Irving Street near the pool.

STORM SEWERS – Storm sewers were flushed in the 200 block of East Second Street. A basin that was both a vehicle/plow hazard was removed from service.  The basin collected no water due to changes in the area and was in need of repair.

MOWING ROUTES – Mowing routes were addressed as needed.  Even with limited rainfall weeds continue to grow.  A cleanup/weed removal on Manlius Street and the CSX Bridge was done.

SIGN WORK - Signs were repaired or replaced at various locations.  Guardrails at the end of dead end streets were brushed out and painted with high visibility yellow paint.  The handicap signs used for various events were repainted with the new active person logo.

TREE WORK – Trees were trimmed throughout the village concentrating on trees and branches obscuring signs and several requests from residents.

STREET REPAIR – Maintenance was done in the 300 block of Upton, 200 block West Heman, 200 block of Midland and 100 blocks of East and West First Streets.  Repairs were also finished at East Heman and Spring.

SANITARY SEWERS – Sewer repairs were done at 103 West Ellis, 206 West Yates, 509 North Center and 200 block of North Center.

PARKS & REC – DPW crews assisted with set up for the Ice Cream Social, Fireworks and Food Truck event and cleanup.  Mowing of the Park and Ballfields was done on schedule.  An entry assist for the pool was installed.  A plumbing problem in the bathhouse was corrected.  Crews trimmed numerous trees inside and outside of the Park.

All other duties required by DPW were addressed as well as assistance to other Village departments.  DPW activity in August will be concentrating on street repair.

BOARD MEMBER COMMENTS

Deputy Mayor James E. Carr, Jr. asked the Fire Chief if there is available the promised five-year plan for replacing apparatus and equipment. Fire Chief Brewster reported that the vehicle replacement plan was provided to the Board last month.
Trustee Daniel J. Wagner asked how the new sweeper was working.  DPW Superintendent Russell noted that as it was the demo unit it needed a few adjustments but it is quieter and holds a lot. 

Deputy Mayor Carr asked how the Loader is holding up.  DPW Superintendent offered as good as a 20 year piece of equipment can.

MAYOR’S REMARKS – Mayor Robert T. Tackman
Will be on tomorrow’s Bridge Street (Channel 9 at 10AM) to promote the Taste of East Syracuse event Wednesday. There’s a new Chef for Wegman’s so we will see if can retain the award for a fourth year.

Meeting with Department of State tomorrow regarding the Brownfield Opportunities Area program and advancing the Village to step 3 from the Nomination phase.

Following the Ice cream Social at the Park many people enjoyed the tent set up.  Provided extra seating as well as shade and protection.  Working with NYS Senator DeFrancisco on capital project funding for adding a pavilion in this area.
Offered thanks to ESE Principal Pat Charboneau who is retiring.  Recognized her tenure and contributions to our community as the Band Concert last week.

Met last week with Town of DeWitt Supervisor Michalenko and Fire Chief Brewster, with ESFD, Inc. President McInnis to begin the discussions for the annual fire protection contract.  Looking at a multi-year contract to assist in planning and apparatus purchases.

Town of DeWitt Supervisor is preparing memorandum on expectations and impacts with current Extended Police Services Agreement.  Deputy Mayor Carr asked that this discussion also include how any difficulties experience during the term will be rectified after December 2018 with the expiration of the contact.

Noted letter received from resident asking that penalties be forgiven as he was unable to pay tax bill the Friday afternoon that was the last day to pay.  It is noted on the tax bill the hours and method for making payment. Expressed concern for seniors in this situation but the Board has no mechanism for waiving penalties.

Deputy Mayor Carr returned to discussion on Fire Protection Contract.  Asked that equipment replacement be part of the annual agreement in line with the vehicle replacement five-year plan.  Mayor Tackman is proposing that contract be subject to annual review and provisions for increases due to extenuating circumstances or unexpected costs.
