Mayor Tackman offered the following Proclamation Freedom from Workplace Bullies Week. 

Proclamation

Recognizing October 19-25, 2014

As Freedom from Workplace Bullies Week

WHEREAS, the Village of East Syracuse has an interest in promoting the social and economic well-being of its citizens, employees and employers; and

WHEREAS, that well-being depends upon the existence of healthy and productive employees working in safe and abuse-free work environments; and

WHEREAS, research has documented the stress-related health consequences for individuals caused by exposure to abusive work environments; and

WHEREAS, abusive work environments are costly for employers, with consequences including reduced productivity, absenteeism, turnover, absenteeism and injuries; and

WHEREAS, protection from abusive work environments should apply to every worker, and not be limited to legally protected class status based only on race, color, gender, national origin, age, or disability;

NOW, THEREFORE, I, Robert T. Tackman, Mayor of the Village of East Syracuse, do hereby proclaim October 19 – 25, 2014 as

FREEDOM FROM WORKPLACE BULLIES WEEK

and commend the Workplace Bullying Institute which raises awareness of the impacts of, and solutions for, workplace bullying in the U.S.; and encourage all citizens to recognize this special observance.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that Village Justice be authorized to make an application to the State of New York Unified Court System Chief Administrative Judge; 
FURTHERMORE, in submitting an application it is agreed that the Village of East Syracuse will abide by the decision of the Chief Administrative Judge as to the propriety of all expenditures upon which State aid is requested.

Save the Rain grant – DPW Garage

This project includes the construction of a concrete trench filter, storm sewer piping, asphalt paving and the construction of a rain garden and related improvements located at the DPW garage.  This project is funded by a grant from the Onondaga County Suburban Green Improvement Program.


Discussion:  May schedule a special meeting to award following the bids to keep the project moving forward without delay before winter.

Hanlon Pool – Hanlon Pool Closed for season on August 24th. From June 7 – August 24th approximately 6,500 swimmers checked in for open swim. This did not included swimming lessons, aquatic classes and pools rentals that kept pool busy all summer.

Hanlon Pool Building – after a busy summer a good cleaning of building is needed. Floors, lockers, showers will all be scrubbed down in preparation for next season.

 Ellis Field Park Pavilion – The pavilion was well used this summer. It was reserved 48 times over the course of the summer. There are still a few rentals in the fall.

A Pizza Pool Party was held on August 18th Over 75 children and their parents attended. I would like to thank the ESM Marching Band for their generous donation that made the event possible.

Outdoor Movie night was held on Wednesday, August 27th approx. 70 children and adults watched Cloudy with a Chance of Meatballs part 2

Due to rainy weather concert series at the Gazebo continued into August. Billionaires played August 13 and the Thunder Canyon Band finished up on August 27th.

Also in August was the 9th annual Taste of East Syracuse. Once again the highlight was a cook-off between Mayor Robert Tackman & Wegman’s Chef Chris Smith. 14 judges sampled foods and gave the victory to Mayor Tackman with a runaway 13 – 1 vote.  Thanks to all judges, vendors and organizations that participated and to the Noisy Boys who provided a full evening of entertainment.

Director Richardson announced that there are still back packs available.  They are also available through the schools.

DPW – Superintendent Ron Russell, III

TREE WORK – Trees damaged during the July storm were addressed.  Numerous trees were removed, hangers taken down and DPW crews did a village wide tree damage assessment.  Stumps were removed and the holes filled where trees were blown over.  We will continue to work on storm related problems.  There are still many tree issues to resolve.

DRAINAGE WORK – Numerous catch basins were cleaned. Culverts in various areas were cleaned with the sewer jet.  Drainage ditches on East Ellis Street under the 481 bridge area and Bagg Street were cleared of storm debris.

SNAITARY SEWERS -  A sewer issue on Henrietta Street was taken care of.  DPW crews cleared the Marcy Street sewer right of way and installed barricades at each end of the ROW. Numerous vents and cleanouts that were damaged during the storm debris removal were repaired.

SIDEWALKS – Repairs to sidewalks damaged from uprooted trees during the July storm were begun.

VETERAN’S PARK – Curbing was installed in 2 locations at the Park and topsoil and seed spread.

PARKS & REC – DPW ASSISTED Parks Department with duties related to “Taste of East Syracuse”.  Trees damaged by the storm continued to be addressed.  The Park was mowed weekly and ball fields twice a week.

SNOW REMOVAL  - Major repairs were started on the sidewalk plow to prepare for the coming year.  The sidewalk plow is a 1986 model.

All other routine duties required of DPW were taken care of during the month.  During September we will continue to take care of storm damage, sidewalk installs at various residences and street repair.  The storm has put DPW nearly a month behind on various projects and other duties.
BOARD MEMBER COMMENTS

Trustee Daniel J. Wagner thanked all the departments for doing an excellent job.  Asked that everyone keep Mr. Russell in their prayers.  He did a lot for the Village.

Trustee Carol Para is working on a program to pair up volunteers in the Village to assist neighbors in distress or may just need a little help with home repairs or upkeep.  


Trustee Wagner suggested reach out to local Churches, schools and community groups to see what they are already doing and how we can fit in to that.
