BOARD OF TRUSTEES

Village of East Syracuse

December 5, 2016

Following the Pledge of Allegiance Mayor Robert T. Tackman called the regularly scheduled meeting of the Village of East Syracuse Board of Trustees for Monday, December 5, 2016 to order at 7:02PM.  
Prior to the Meeting the Village hosted the Annual Tree Lighting with special visit from Santa.
Present: Deputy Mayor James E. Carr, Jr., Trustee Janet L. Mattox, Trustee Daniel J. Wagner, and Mayor Robert T. Tackman.

Also Present:  DPW Superintendent Ron Russell, III, Parks Director Tom Richardson, Village Clerk Patricia J. Derby, and Fire Chief DJ Brewster.
Excused: Trustee Carol Para, and Code Enforcement Officer Randy Capriotti.
One Village resident attended.  A representative from the Eagle News also attended.
Review of Correspondence  A record of recent correspondence has been distributed to the Board of Trustees and all department heads to assist in monitoring activities.

Motion – by Trustee Wagner, seconded by Trustee Mattox - To accept the following vouchers for payment:

From Consolidated Fund Abstract, vouchers numbered 55469 through 55612 and Abstract in the amount of $349,151.52 [includes:  quarterly payment to Town of DeWitt for Police Services Agreement ($93,450); payment to LanCo for Kinne Street paving ($34,400); annual pension contribution ($111,189); monthly health benefits for employees & retirees ($24,180.40)]
Polling the Board: Deputy Mayor Carr – yes, Trustee Mattox – yes, Trustee Wagner – yes, and Mayor Tackman – yes.  Motion carried.

Appointments

Mayor Tackman proposes Dawn Cramer as a member of the Fire Service Advisory Board, for a two year term, to expire December 2018.

Polling the Board: Deputy Mayor Carr – yes, Trustee Mattox – yes, Trustee Wagner – yes, and Mayor Tackman – yes.  Appointment carried.

Mayor Tackman reported that they are looking for candidates to join the Housing Authority Committee.  The Housing Committee has been involved as the overseer Bennett Manor since the bonds were issued in the 1970’s. Considering expanding their role to include housing and rentals throughout the Village.

Garbage and Recycling Service

Motion – by Trustee Mattox, seconded by Deputy Mayor Carr - To grant a one (1) year contract extension from May 1, 2017 to April 30, 2018 for garbage and recycling services for the annual fee of $161,117.62 (this is the current rate plus $4608 for OCRRA increase disposal fee of $5/ton effective January 1, 2017) to Butler Disposal Systems.

Discussion: Mayor Tackman explained that the current 3-year agreement is set to expire in the end of April. Provisions include offering a one-year extension.  As the contract is rather extensive and would take some time to prepare, proposing the extension to allow for time to prepare and put the bid out with adequate time for vendor to gear up should a change be made.  

One-year extension is at same rate, plus increased OCRRA tipping fees.  Village is very satisfied with service provided by Butler.

Employee Handbook

Discussion:  Village Clerk Derby reported on the errors identified since the adoption of newly formatted Employee Handbook last month.  These corrections will bring those section in conformance with changes made in 2013 and include hours of operations for Building Maintenance and Codes Department.

Deputy Mayor Carr asked if have received all the employee acknowledgement forms. A reminder was included with last week’s payroll for any outstanding forms.

Discussion:  Deputy Mayor Carr asked if any other vendors were contacted for other bids.  Village Clerk Derby reported that most have provided services since renovations of the Municipal Building were completed and provide those services at same or less than previous year.

Fire Department

Motion – by Deputy Mayor Carr, seconded by Trustee Wagner - To make an offer of employment to Tim Marcely for full-time Firehouse Caretaker at $14.00/hr.

Discussion:  Mayor Tackman reported on the interview process. Based upon the interviews and the recommendation of the Fire Chief making an offer to Tim Marcely.  Tim will continue to act as Acting Chief but separate from his duties as Caretaker.
Deputy Mayor Carr inquired about past practice that did not allow Caretakers to hold Chief’s position.  Believes that may be a conflict.

Trustee Janet Mattox asked about the hours for the third full time Caretaker.  Mayor Tackman reported that it was discussed during the interviews that schedule may change but until trained will work with supervision 7AM to 3:30PM Monday through Friday.

Polling the Board: Deputy Mayor Carr – yes, Trustee Mattox – abstains, Trustee Wagner – yes, and Mayor Tackman – yes.  Motion carried.

Motion – by Trustee Wagner, seconded by Deputy Mayor Carr - To approve the expenditure of $8825 to Har-Rob Fire Apparatus to purchase a second extrication tool Holmaro battery operated combination tool with 14 ½ inch spread, 47,435 lbs. spread force and 85,427 lbs. cutting force.


Discussion:  Mayor Tackman noted that this is the second extrication tool purchased.  This will be for Engine 4.  That purchased last month will be for Engine 3. Fire Chief DJ Brewster reports that these replace equipment that is 20 years old.  Nothing on the Rescue Trucks are replaced yet, but will be compatible with new Rescue Truck.
Deputy Mayor Carr inquired what the Department will do with the old ones.  Chief Brewster noted that they will be declared surplus and could sell to other Departments.

Polling the Board: Deputy Mayor Carr – yes, Trustee Mattox – abstains, Trustee Wagner – yes, and Mayor Tackman – yes.  Motion carried.

Motion – by Trustee Wagner, seconded by Trustee Mattox - To approve the expenditure for ten (10) sets of Turn-out Gear from MES as per bid submitted totaling $25,570 (for Morning Pride pant, Morning Pride Coat and Ladder Escape Belt) as per bid accepted 2/1/16. 


Discussion:  Trustee Daniel Wagner inquired if this was anticipated in the budget.
Polling the Board: Deputy Mayor Carr – yes, Trustee Mattox – yes, Trustee Wagner – yes, and Mayor Tackman – yes.  Motion carried.

SCBA

Mayor Tackman  reported on the FEMA grant to purchase SCBA personal protective equipment.  Grant is for $336,600 (with a 5% local match) to get sixty (60) 2013 compliant 4500psi SCBA with masks, harness, backpacks, face piece and extra cylinders.  

The Fire Department Committee reviewed SCBA equipment and recommends switching to product quoted by MES.  They have tested and reviewed the equipment and feel that the slimmer and lighter product will work better and is in-service with mutual aid departments.
The Village Attorney is researching the matter and will advise on steps necessary for procurement process and terms of the grant funding agreement.
Fire Chief DJ Brewster reports that timeline is important.  Expect an 11 week wait for delivery from time that place the order and at least 30 days training before go into service.  The current equipment expires in August 2017, as does the grant.

Discussed other items on quote including 2 new compressors compatible with new equipment as well as proposal to sell the old equipment and compressor once new product is in-service.

Board of Trustees will schedule a special meeting when prepared to proceed.

Fire Department Identification System

Mayor Tackman provided an update on last month’s discussion regarding use of DeWitt Police Department ID system.  
Visited the Town with Acting Chief Marcely to check their system. Because of logistics feel that purchase of own system is the better way to go.  This system is approximately $2000 and would be available to Fire Department and for entire Village staff.
Identification is recommended by NYCOM and Homeland Security as well as used for accountability on-site for emergency activities.

DPW

Motion – by Trustee Wagner, seconded by Deputy Mayor Carr - To approve the expenditure of $6000 for Treelanders to remove 8 unsafe trees at Schrouder Street, West Ave, West Heman Street, Upton Street and McCool Ave.

Total award is a NYS Water Grant of $370,835 with project costs of $1.5 million to continue the improvements to address existing sanitary sewer pipe deficiencies and reduce infiltration and inflow into the sanitary sewer system consistent with the work done in Phase 1.
