BOARD OF TRUSTEES

June 5, 2017

Following the Pledge of Allegiance Mayor Robert T. Tackman called the regularly scheduled meeting of the Village of East Syracuse Board of Trustees meeting for Monday, June 5, 2017 to order at 7:00PM. 
Present: Deputy Mayor James E. Carr, Jr., Trustee Janet L. Mattox, Trustee Carol Para, Trustee Daniel J. Wagner, and Mayor Robert T. Tackman.

Also Present: Parks Director Tom Richardson, Village Clerk Patricia J. Derby, 1st Assistant Fire Chief Chris Shields, and Firehouse Caretaker Nathan Baker
Excused: DPW Superintendent Ron Russell, III
Three Village residents and guests attended including Planning Board member Liz Landry, Housing Committee Chairperson Sally M. Seeley, and Thomas Anthis.

Review of Correspondence  A record of recent correspondence has been distributed to the Board of Trustees and all department heads to assist in monitoring activities.

Motion – by Trustee Mattox, seconded by Trustee Para - To accept the following vouchers for payment:

From Consolidated Fund Abstract, vouchers numbered 56384 through 56592 and Abstract in the amount of $103,522.74 for fiscal year 2016/2017 and Abstract in the amount of $167,490.96 for fiscal year 2017/2018.

Polling the Board: All in favor.  Motion carried.
NEW BUSINESS

Proposed Grant Applications
Motion – by Trustee Wagner, seconded by Deputy Mayor Carr - To authorize the Village Engineers O’Brien & Gere to prepare grant application for Ley Creek site improvement from NYS Water Quality Improvement Project (WQIP) with costs not to exceed $2000.


Discussion:  Mayor Tackman reported that this application is done with the Town of DeWitt.  Applied for last year but was not approved.  Feel that it is a beneficial project that would clean up an area that serves as a border and gateway to the Village.
Polling the Board: All in favor.  Motion carried.

Motion – by Trustee Para, seconded by Trustee Wagner - To authorize the Village Engineers O’Brien & Gere to prepare grant application for façade and streetscaping under Restore NY and the NYS Consolidated Funding application (CFA) with costs not to exceed $2000.


Discussion: Mayor Tackman reporting that looking at section of Manlius Street from North Center heading east to McCool Ave. Will meet with property owners to obtain their input and agreement.  Enhancing the entrances was a recommendation in the Brownfield report.
Polling the Board: All in favor.  Motion carried.

Motion – by Trustee Wagner, seconded by Deputy Mayor Carr - To authorize the Village Engineers O’Brien & Gere to prepare grant application for parks creation and improvements at corner of East Ellis and North Center under NYS Consolidated Funding application (CFA) with costs not to exceed $2000.


Discussion:  Mayor Tackman explained the proposal to create a pocket park at the currently vacant parcel across from the Municipal Building.  Trustee Wagner asked if something more could be done at Ellis Field or Hanlon Pool.  Village Clerk Derby explained that before can undertake larger projects the Village needs to prepare a Parks Master Plan.  Because of the timing and grant submittal deadline proposing this project because it’s doable – we already own the land, parking is available across the street but it still meets the criteria and recommendations in the Brownfield report.  Deputy Mayor Carr expressed concerns about locking this lot up should you find a better use in the future.  Mayor Tackman noted that the plan for what to do will be decided by the community – will talk more about this in a minute.

Polling the Board: All in favor.  Motion carried.

Motion – by Trustee Mattox, seconded by Trustee Wagner - To authorize the Village Engineers O’Brien & Gere to prepare grant application for sewer improvements under Onondaga County Save the Rain with costs not to exceed $2000.


Discussion:  Village Clerk Derby noted that Save the rain grants are 100% funded with no local match.
Polling the Board: All in favor.  Motion carried.

Motion – by Trustee Wagner, seconded by Deputy Mayor Carr - To host a Workshop on Thursday, June 15th at 6:30PM in the Municipal Building at 204 North Center Street 2nd floor Court Room to gather Community support and input on Park at East Ellis and North Center Street. 

Discussion:  Mayor Tackman explained the process will be similar to that done with the Vision plan to let the community weigh in on what they would like to see done with the park.  Will meet in groups to brainstorm ideas and choose the project by consensus.
Polling the Board: All in favor.  Motion carried.

Discussion:  Purchase Offer Walburger Road 40 acres for $42,500 and Inquiry from CBRE Brokerage Services

Mayor Tackman moved this item up on the agenda noting that Thomas Anthis was in attendance.  Mr. Anthis is interested in purchasing the water systems property.  Would like to know the Board’s ideas on this.  When the Village has sold property in the past usually require an appraisal to know the fair market value.  

Mayor Tackman reported that have been in discussion with the Town of Lafayette for exemption. Currently pay approximately $13,000 a year in taxes.

Deputy Mayor Carr stated it is ridiculous to sell the water system property for that amount. Water and the aquifer springs are an asset.  It’s not making money now but it’s a valuable resource. $45,000 offer is not going to help us do anything.  For so little why give up the property?
Trustee Mattox agreed. If the property can be utilized in the future it’s not in the best interest of the taxpayers to dispose of now.

Mr. Anthis shared that he is familiar with the property from access to neighboring land. Interested in using the land to hunt.  Made an offer two years ago.  Know that it is too expensive to implement water quality improvements.

Deputy Mayor Carr suggested that there were other issues involved in the decisions to shut down water operations.

Mayor Tackman proposed that the Village retain an expert or confer with the Village Attorney and Engineers to learn what we have and what the value currently is. 

Mr. Anthis noted that he is not interested in the wells. Would be interested in some, any or all of the property.

Deputy Mayor Carr proposed that the Board inspect the property.  It’s been a few years since we stopped operations. It’s time that we looked into this.  

Motion – by Trustee Para, seconded by Trustee Wagner - To approve and authorize the Mayor to sign annual service agreements (renewable in June) with:

· ABJ Fire Protection Co for automatic Fire Sprinkler System Inspection for testing period June 1, 2017 through May 31, 2018 for $192;

· Penn Power Systems for Emergency Generator Set Planned Maintenance and inspections for two (2) year period from July 1, 2017 through June 30, 2019 for $640/year;

· Woodcock & Armani four (4) Quality Preventive Maintenance (QPM) visits annually commencing June 1, 2017 for $3469/year (payable in quarterly installments of $867.25).

Discussion:  Deputy Mayor Carr asked if these were selected by competitive bid. Mayor Tackman noted these are for professionally services.  Most have held the cost for multiple years.  Janet Forest does a good job reviewing the terms of the agreements and monitoring their work and compliance with all terms and conditions. 
Polling the Board: All in favor.  Motion carried.

Fire Station 1 Compressor

Motion – by Trustee Mattox, seconded by Trustee Wagner - To rescind the resolution of the Village Board of Trustees made on January 9, 2017 to purchase from MES (Municipal Emergency Services) with offices in Poughkeepsie, NY based on their quote #QT1044518 on January 5, 2017 by sales rep Scott Wilkinson for Scott Safety Compressor 7500 (20HP wall mounted controller) with standard doors included, multi PSi RFID bulk fill charging station with installation for $65,905 and instruct the Village Attorney to send acknowledgement of this action.
Polling the Board: All in favor.  Motion carried.

Motion – by Trustee Wagner, seconded by Deputy Mayor Carr - To approve the purchase of two (2) Bauer Compressors (Station 1 for $53,000 and Station 2 for $64,800) including freight, installation and 1 training class from Jerome Fire Equipment. Delivery of Station 2 unit will be staggered until unit at Station 1 is installed and operating satisfactory. Jerome holds NYS Contract (#GS-07F-9711G).


Discussion: Firefighter Nate Baker reported on difficulties with MES compressor installation and decision to go with anther vendor.  Trustee Mattox asked that the resolution be amended to stagger the delivery of second unit until the first one is installed and there are no problems.  Firefighter Baker recalled that purchase of second unit was initially delayed to spread costs to 2 fiscal years. There is 6 to 8 weeks before delivery. With this vendor costs have been reduced $22,000. 

Deputy Mayor Carr asked what will be done with old equipment.  1st Assistant Chief Shields noted that Frankfort may be interested in the packs only.  Another company may be interested in the compressor.  There are other issues yet to resolve with clips.

Polling the Board: All in favor.  Motion carried.

Fire Department

Mayor Tackman reported on inquiry from ESFD, Inc. on release of funds.  They are in the process of an audit but it will be a month or so until completed.  Trustee Mattox noted that the audit is a term of the contract. Feel should abide by the agreement. 

Grass Cutting

Motion – by Trustee Wagner, seconded by Trustee Mattox - To advertise for RFQ for grass cutting services in the Village of East Syracuse with bids to be submitted by and publicly read on Thursday, June 15th at 11AM in the Municipal Building Court Room, 204 North Center Street.

Discussion:  Mayor Tackman reported that the County’s notice to bidders only returned one vendor interested.  Trustee Mattox noted that she has another vendor to send RFQ to – DiRaddo’s Lawn & Landscape.  Director of Code Enforcement was directed to send violation notices.
Polling the Board: All in favor.  Motion carried.

CNY Stormwater Coalition
Motion – by Trustee Wagner, seconded by Deputy Mayor Carr -To adopt the following Resolution to continue participation in the CNY Stormwater Coalition:

Resolution Supporting Participation in the 

CNY Stormwater Coalition Staff Services and Education Compliance Assistance Program

Resolution authorizing the items listed below pursuant to requirements of the New York State Pollutant Discharge Elimination System Municipal Separate Storm Sewer System General Permit.

WHEREAS, the Village of East Syracuse herein called the “Municipality”, after thorough consideration of the various aspects of the problem and consideration of available information, has hereby determined that certain work, as described in Attachment A, herein called the “Project”, is desirable, is in the public interest, and is required in order to implement the Project; and

WHEREAS, the Central New York Regional Planning & Development Board, herein called the “Board”,  has provided program planning and implementation assistance pertaining to the requirements of the New York State Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (SPDES) Stormwater Phase II General Permit for Municipal Separate Storm Sewer System (MS4) operators since 2002, and 

WHEREAS, the Board has proposed staff and education assistance services in support of sustaining the CNY Stormwater Coalition and to provide a regional public education, outreach and training compliance program to reduce municipal staff burdens, ensure consistency, provide widespread priority audience targeting the most efficient use of limited municipal funds by distributing total program costs over a number of entities within a twelve month timeframe as outlined in Attachment B;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY the Village of East Syracuse Board of Trustees

DEPARTMENT HEAD REPORTS

Village Office – Village Clerk Patricia J. Derby

Tax Levy 

Village property taxes went out for June 1st.  Last day to pay before penalty is July 3rd. Village Office will be open that Monday (before Fourth of July and all day Friday, June 30th.   

The tax levy is based on taxable value of $184,216,410 ($6,167,698 more than last year’s 184,216,410) to raise $2,370,529 for the general fund.  The sewer fee will raise $150,531. Total taxes to be raised are $2,576,184. The tax rate for general fund is $12.45/assessed 1000 and $.69 for sewer. 

Treasurer’s Report

The Budget for the new fiscal year was adopted on April 24th and includes funding for a project with CNY Regional Planning and Development Board and National Grid to replace all the streetlights throughout the entire Village with better quality and more efficient LED lighting. No major purchases for vehicles or equipment are planned in this fiscal year. 
The order for the Heavy Rescue Truck was placed (and payment made) to E-One in April 2017 with delivery expected 12 months out. The Fire Department also received full replacement SCBA equipment under a FEMA grant in April.

The Village plans to re-negotiate the contract for Fire Protection Services with the Town of DeWitt to reflect the additional costs for equipment and apparatus. The Fire contract runs for the calendar year and not he Village’s fiscal year.

Also new this year for Village residents will be an additional charge in the Town of DeWitt tax bill for inclusion in the Ambulance District. 

The final payment for the Municipal Building Reconstruction Bond will be made in December 2017 ($263,925).  The final payment for the extended Police Services agreement will not be until December 2018 ($375,000 annually).

Grants

Brownfield Opportunities Areas

The NYS Department of State designated the Village of east Syracuse a Brownfield Opportunity Area based upon the Final Report and recommendations presented in 2016.  This designation should help the position of the Village in future funding.

Projects

Onondaga County WEP Suburban Green Improvement – Sewer Improvements

Awarded in 2013 for sewer infrastructure repairs and improvements is completed. The Village will apply for the next round of funding for Hartwell Ave drainage improvements.

Onondaga County Community Development – Park Pavilion
Was applied for in March. Announcements of award are usually made in July. 

NYS EFC SSO Mitigation Phase 2, Contract 2 – Sanitary Sewer Improvements
The Village was awarded $ 1.5 million Clean Water SRF ($1,112,505 CWSRF low interest note and $370,835 grant) to continue the work completed under SSO Mitigation Contract 1 to reduce amount of infiltration and inflow entering the sanitary sewer system.  This project will include pipe and manhole rehabilitation or replacement throughout the Village. The Village Engineers are currently selecting locations and performing system inspections.

Other Committees and Boards

Zoning – Last met in March 2016. 

Planning – Next meeting is June 12th continuing site plan review for 3Gi CNYIP at 380 Carr Street. 

Safety – Will meet again June 20th.  Working with Village of Minoa and Comp Alliance for required training presentations on:  HazMat Communications/Right to Know/ Global Harmonization; Blood Bourne Pathogens; Sexual Harassment/Discrimination and Workplace Violence.  The Village of Minoa will host this training on June 22nd and the Village of East Syracuse will host on October 19th.  All employees are required to complete this training.

DPW  - Superintendent Ron Russell, III
DPW Activity – May 2017
ROAD WORK – DPW continued filling potholes showing up from winter freeze/thaw conditions.  Street issues were checked for damage and were logged for permanent repair.

SIGN WORK – Numerous signs were repaired or replaced due to damage or age.

STREET SWEEPING – Streets were swept numerous times to keep within MS4 guidelines.  Keeping tree buds as well as other debris out of the storm system improves water quality.  Guidelines are established by the EPA and records must be kept of trips, amount of lane miles as well as amount of debris removed from Village streets.

PARKS & REC – DPW installed a tandem swing set at the Park.  Lockers were re-installed after floor repair to the bathhouse.  New signs were installed in various areas of the Park. Crews spent time getting the Village ready for the Memorial Day Parade.  Flags were put up along Manlius Street various areas has new flowers planted and fresh mulch spread.  Barricades were set out and areas along the parade route were swept.  Crews replaced the large flag at the Municipal Building and the flag as well as numerous smaller flags that had become worn or damaged were taken to the Fairgrounds for proper disposal during the Watch Fire Ceremony.

SANITARY SEWERS – DPW crews continued to repair damaged vents and cleanouts and replace missing sewer caps.  Vents get damaged by snow plows, lawnmowers and people backing over them, etc.  Vents are also raised when crews do Dig Safely requests and fin the vents at ground level or below to give crews better access to the sewer if a problem develops.

STORM SEWERS – Basins were checked for debris covering them to keep them flowing due to the large amount of rain we had during the month.  Culverts were flushed in the 500 block of Hartwell Ave.  A drainage project in the 200 block of Hartwell Ave was mapped out and pipe and grates were obtained for the project which will be done this summer.
MOWING ROUTES – DPW crews mowed all routes numerous times as well as the Park & Ballfields.  The large amount of rain contributed to the increased mowing and several areas could not be mowed due to wet conditions.

SIDEWALKS – DPW replaced some sidewalk panels on Spring Street.  Several requests for sidewalk replacement under the Village Sidewalk Program have been received and the work will be done in the future.

TREE WORK – Crews removed stump grindings and filled holes from tree work done during the year.  Crews filled the holes with soil and reseeded the areas.

Crews also did numerous jobs during day to day operations such as yard waste and trash pickup.  Assistance was given to other Village Departments as well as property owners during normal operations.  June work will address street repair, sidewalks and drainage projects.

Mayor Tackman noted they have a memo from the DPW Superintendent regarding hiring for the full time position.  They will discuss it in Executive Session. 
Trustee Mattox noted the DPW did a lot of spending this month.

East Syracuse Elementary Second Graders will be touring the municipal building Monday June 12 - will visit court, fire department and police - Dewitt Police will be sending an officer over for the tour.
