Following the Pledge of Allegiance, Mayor Robert T. Tackman called the regularly scheduled meeting of the Village of East Syracuse Board of Trustees to order for Monday, July 7, 2014 at 7:00PM.

Wage Schedule

Discussion:  Mayor Tackman explained this just returns this position to the former rate. Should have no impact on budget as operating with one less Inspector.

New York Life Insurance

Proposed Local Law – Vendor’s Permit 
Motion – by Trustee Para, seconded by Deputy Mayor Quonce - To schedule a public hearing on Monday, August 4, 2014 at 7PM in the Municipal Building Court Room, 204 North Center Street to hear all interested parties regarding proposed local law 3 of 2014 concerning the regulation of peddlers, solicitors and street vendors in the Village of East Syracuse.

Discussion:  Village Clerk Patricia J, Derby explained the difficulties and confusion with the current vendor’s local law primarily defined for food vendors.  Does not work well for other solicitations.  Many other municipalities address with two separate local laws.  This proposed draft addresses the different types of vendors in a single local law.

Save the Rain/DPW Garage

Motion – by Trustee Para, seconded by Trustee Carr - To authorize O’Brien & Gere to proceed with the proposal for bid and construction phase services to complete the Onondaga County Suburban Green Infrastructure Program project for improvements to the DPW Garage.  Engineering services for this scope of work is in accordance with the Master Professional Services Agreement between the Village and O’Brien & Gere and is estimated to be $15,000 for these services outlined in the scope of work dated July 2, 2014.

Discussion:  Grant award is for $115,000 to reduce run-off by providing a rain garden at the northeast corner of the site to capture and treat a portion of the roof runoff from the building and to construct a modified sand filter for capture and treatment of the roof runoff and the asphalt lot runoff.


DPW Superintendent Ron Russell reported on the improvements proposed and the increased safety features.

Smokey Hollow Road – Chlorinator building property
Motion – by Trustee Wagner, seconded by Trustee Para - To declare the 0.64 acre parcel of land located north of Smokey Hollow Road, currently used for the location of chlorination system, housed in a small concrete block building as surplus and authorize the analysis of fair market value.


Discussion: Mayor Tackman reported on recent meeting with neighboring property owner Arthur Fritz and DPW Superintendent to review concerns with water system property currently the site of the chlorinator building. Concerned with trespassers, easements and access.  Offered to purchase approximately 7 years ago.  

Should Village consider purchase offer would have to be at fair market value.  

Trustee Carr expressed reservations in selling property.  Cannot predict the future.  May not need it now but in the future it could have some value.

DEPARTMENT HEAD REPORTS

DPW – Superintendent Ronald A. Russell, III

STREET REPAIR – Began crack sealing 200-400 block of Highland Ave.

SANITARY SEWERS – Excavated the main sewer near FD Field after sinkhole was discovered. Cleaned sewer mains in the 500 & 600 Hartwell Ave, and 300 block Dausman Street.  Repaired vents and cleanouts throughout the Village.  Cleaned sewer main 200 block North Center Street and flushed lateral 202 North Center Street.

PARKS & REC – Fixed leaking 1 ¼” waterline.  Mowed fields & Park weekly. Trimmed trees along North fence and removed damaged benches.  Trimmed bushes and mulched Gazebo and replaced memory bricks that were broken.  Washed tennis and basketball courts.  Installed pump and started up spray park.  Poured base for 2 flagpoles at Veterans’ Park.

TREE WORK – Cleaned and filled numerous stumps that were ground throughout the Village.  Leveled ground and topsoil and seeded where 2 trees were removed in the 200 block of West Heman Street.  Removed posts from 30 bare root trees that were planted last fall and trimmed where needed. Removed trees at 302 North Center Street, 400 block of West Yates Street, 700 block West Manlius Street, and 502 Hartwell Ave. Trees were trimmed along East and West Manlius Street.  Chuck Card went with a tree service rep that is treating Ash Trees for the City of Syracuse to help set up a plan for the Village of what Ash Trees to treat and which to remove.
SMOKEY HOLLOW PROPERTY – Trimmed the property and installed posted signs and a gate to restrict ATV traffic through property.

SPECIAL TRASH AND TREE LIMB PICK UP -  Picked up trash and debris throughout the Village on June 20 & 25.  Picked up branches that fell due to high winds on June 18th. Picked up trash at Bennett Manor per special request.

DRAINAGE – Repaired catch basins on Basile Rowe, First Street, near Big 4 Tire and 103 West Second Street.

SWEEPER – Village streets were swept twice during the month.  Johnson Street and Stoutenger Street were swept numerous times due to waterline construction in the area.

SIGN WORK – Signs were replaced at the Key Bank that were removed during construction at the Bank.  Numerous signs were repaired and replaced throughout the Village.

DPW  assisted the Fire Department during the Field Days with barricades and sweeping the parade route as well as putting flags up along the parade route.

Trustee Daniel J. Wagner asked about the large trees that were slated to come down.

DPW Superintendent Ron Russell reported that four (4) trees were taken down by the contractor.


Has also met with City/County Arborist concerning Ash Trees.  Chuck Card shadowed them to get an idea on how their remediation program works.  
The Village’s largest tree is over 5 feet in diameter.  It will cost approximately $500 to treat. Thus should last for about 2 or 3 years. May be cheaper to treat than to take them down.

Director of Operations Randy Capriotti reports they are working on inspections.  Kerry will work 3 or 4 days a week in August and September to catch up, but have a lot more re-inspections.
Trustee Wagner asked about the chicken situation.


Director Capriotti reports that DEC classifies chickens as a domestic animal, similar to dogs and cats. The Village does not regulate the number of dogs and cats and cannot regulate the number of chickens. It’s legal.  Performed an inspection at West Yates and the pen was clean.  They also have a bearded dragon rescue animal.  Onondaga Child Protection inspected the site and found it to be acceptable and within guidelines.
Village Office – Village Clerk Patricia J. Derby

Taxes - The last day to pay taxes without penalty was Tuesday, July 1st.  To date we have collected $ 2,462,405.90. That’s 83 % of the total taxes due of $2,968,805.  This is better than last year at 41%.

Treasurer’s Report - There may still be a few invoices from the “old year” 2013/2014 coming in but it looks like with this last abstract we should be pretty much done.  Preliminary end numbers for the revenue are better than expected with 102% (over by $102,868).  Expenditures appear to be in line with even a slight surplus.  This means we will be adding to fund balance instead of depleting further. 

All Departments operated with extremely tight budgets with general over spending in supplies and repairs throughout, and snow removal (it was a tough winter).   

This year $166,000 will be taken from fund balance to offset taxes. I believe this should be offset by this year and unreserved fund balance will remain about $600,000. 
Hope to have the Auditor’s in shortly to help us close the year and prepare for the Annual Report to State Comptroller’s.

Grants

Brownfield Opportunities Areas

Final draft report is awaiting NYS DOS comments.  Next is making application for Step 3 in the grant funding process.

EFC funding – Roof Drains and Sump Pumps

Received 2nd payment. O’Brien & Gere has prepared final design and is working on preparing bid documents.
EFC/USDA RD funding – SSO Mitigation
Contract 1 – the Tank is completed.  Work on Contract 2 – sanitary sewer and manhole repairs are almost completed. Looking to see if can do more work under this contract.  Contract 3 – Phelps Street Pump Station was awarded, but actual work will be delayed while waiting for pumps to be delivered.
Other Committees and Boards

Zoning – Did not meet in June and nothing for July. 

Planning – Did not meet in June and nothing for July. 

Safety – Will meet on July 8th to review loss runs and evaluate accident reporting policy & procedures and accident investigations.  
Mayor Tackman remarked on the BOA draft report.  Still waiting for comments from the DOS.  Then will present in a public forum and make application for next step.  Have some ideas that would like the Committee to address while waiting for everything to go through the process.

BOARD MEMBER COMMENTS

Trustee James E. Carr, Jr. remarked on the safety Committee meeting scheduled for tomorrow.  Been some concern with getting timely reports of all accidents from all departments.  Asked the Committee to address this and perhaps establish a timeline for reporting and guidelines for investigating to assure compliance.

MAYOR’S REMARKS

Mayor Robert T. Tackman noted it’s already been a busy month with the pool opening and summer activities.  There is a lot going on, especially the big event in East Syracuse with the Ice Cream Social on Friday and Fireworks on Saturday. 

Was a nice crowd last Wednesday for the first Band Concert at the Gazebo.  

Hearing comments about the Veteran’s Memorial. Talked to County Legislator Danny Liedka and members at the American Legion. Want to stress that the project is not done yet.  County Legislator Liedka was involved in fundraising and carrying out the design of the Legion. If the Legion wants a bench added to the site we will add a bench.  Waiting to see the placement of the flagpoles.  Can move the flowers and utilize the old benches and the wall was designed to be low enough to rest upon.  The Village will respect the design and wished of the Legion. 

Mayor Tackman reminded the Board that they should be keeping calendar for Standard Work Time for the months of June, July and August for reporting to the NYS OSC.

Also have some good news to report:  Senator DeFrancisco has available funding for capital projects. The Village is interested in making some improvements at the Parks – both Bagg Street and Ellis Field.  Project would entail painting and replacing equipment at Bagg Street – resurfacing basketball courts, re-netting and replace padding, replace swings and fence repairs.  At Ellis Field we will also resurface basketball courts and replace padding, and replace slide that was taken down.  Make both cleaner and safer.  If there is additional funding we’d like purchase more equipment for younger children at Bagg Street and possibly a lift for the pool. 
The website is getting closer to launch. Still working on adjustments to copy that was carried over. Several nice features to new website including mailing system and opportunity to send and post alert messages.  

Attended an I-81 Viaduct meeting. Still no decision on what will be done.  Impact on the Village will primarily be influx of traffic due to re-routing during construction.

Met with CSX at the Critical Response meeting. Addressing emergency response issues and providing training to first responders. Been comment lately with what materials are passing through local communities on trains. 

Had some fun at the Pool Opening – got pushed in first!
