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1st Assistant Fire Chief Chris Shields reports that they are working on a cleaning schedule for the second floor bunk-in areas.

Announced that 2 guys have signed up to take FAST class in Broome County.  Hasn’t been offered locally but firefighters must have to respond for other departments.

Motion – by Trustee Wagner, seconded by Trustee Mattox – To approve attendance at FAST (Firefighter Assist Class) 3 day training (Tuesday, Saturday & Sunday) in Broome County for Alex Knierman and Mike Karelis.  Will take a Village vehicle but will require one (1) overnight lodging and meals.
Polling the Board: All in favor.  Motion carried.

Trustee Janet Mattox asked if there was a problem with the tires in the Chief’s vehicle.  Noticed voucher to repair flat tire and the spare.  1st Assistant Chief Shields reports no problem with the tires only situation where spare had a nail in it after using it when other went flat. Spares are not carried in the vehicles
DPW – Superintendent Ron Russell, III
TREE WORK – DPW  crews trimmed trees in various areas of the Village.  Crews also concentrated on heavy trimming in the 100 & 200 block of Allen Street, 300 & 400 block of Highland Ave, and300 block of East Ave. Crews removed dead trees in the 100 block of West Ellis Street, 100 block of McCool Ave, 200 block of West Irving and the 300 block of West Yates Street.

SIGN WORK – Crews repaired & replaced numerous signs, began striping municipal lots for parking and painted over a huge amount of offensive/vulgar graffiti under the CSX bridges at Burnet Ave & Bridge Street.  The “artists” also wrote threats against anyone covering the vulgar words they painted stating they knew where we lived.

ROAD WORK – Potholes and other paving issues were addressed.  The entrance to the municipal lot off the 100 block of West Ellis Street was paved and areas in the lot were repaired.

SANITARY SEWERS – Crews continued to repair vents & cleanouts when observed or reported to the Office.  Crews marked out all Village owned utilities in the 100 block of West Irving Street and the 600 & 700 block of North Center Street for a future sewer project.
MOWING ROUTES – Grass along Village owned guardrails was trimmed.  All areas along roadways not maintained by property owners were trimmed back.

STREET SWEEPING – Streets were swept per MS4 guidelines.

SPECIAL TRASH PICK UP – Crews cleaned up throughout the Village litter between sidewalks and in the streets 3 times.  Much of the litter was from overflowing recycle bins.

STORM SEWERS – Basins were checked for debris to avoid flooding of streets.  The storm sewer in the 100 block of Allen Street was cleaned and basins vacuumed due to an overflow issue.  A collapsed pipe in the 300 block of East Heman Street was repaired.

PARKS & REC – Crews assisted in setting up and cleanup of the fireworks/ice cream social weekend.  All mowing of the parks’ and ballfields was done on schedule.  Crews replaced mulch around the gazebo as well as around the municipal building.

DPW work for August will continue to concentrate on street repair and tree work as well as all other normal operations.

Trustee Daniel Wagner commented that neighbors on Allen Street are pleased with the tree trimming done on that block. Nice to get compliment once in a while.

Justice Court – Judge Joseph Zavaglia

Judge Zavaglia and Judge Glassford will be attending Magistrates Conference in October at the Turning Stone Casino.  As it is close by, they will travel each day with Village Vehicle and just have to pay for meal plan.  Three day conference.

No Court on August 29th (fifth Tuesday) and September 12th (Primary Day).

Treasurer’s Report

Review of the revenue/expense report for end of year 2017 finished very well. 

The 2016/2017 fiscal year general fund budget was $3,954,945 with $1,482,505 in revenues, with $2,417,440 to be raised in taxes and $55,000 from fund balance.  The general fund tax rate was $13.12/assessed 1000.  Sewer fund was $157,375 all to be raised through taxes with a tax rate of $.72.  This resulted in a total budget of $4,112,320 and a tax rate of $13.84.
During the year we amended the budget to accept the FEMA grant for SCBA in the amount of $320,572. Actual expenditures (and the off-setting appropriation at A3410.0203 was $371,175 and does not include the compressors).

This changed the total general fund budget to $4,275,517. 

The spending part of the budget showed just about every department exceeding their budget, ranging from:

Village Treasurer & Clerk ($1750.35) and DPW [all areas] ($123,293.97) did not exceed their budgets.

Overall spending exceeded budgeted appropriations by only $46,192.26.

This will result in a sizable increase to fund balance. Added to current fund balance ($954,309) the Village is in a very solid position.

Overall debt with the final payment for the Municipal Building being made in December will be reduced from $551,544 to $296,926 – down 46%.  This does not include the 3 leases for the Loader, Sweeper and heavy rescue fire truck ($262,865 for five (5) years).

Caution that this is just a preliminary look. The auditor will be in the end of the month to begin his review which will include final reconciliation of the Roof Drains NYSEFC project which was more costly than the anticipated grant award.  

Tax Collection

To date (6/29/17), we have collected $2,197,641  ($829,911 since end of June) 84% of total Village taxes ($2,521,060 with $324,640 still outstanding). We will continue to collect taxes, with late penalties until November when delinquent taxes are turned over to the County.
Annual Financial Audits

F.J. Pompo & Associates will be in on the 28th to begin the annual audits.  They will start with Court before moving on to the Village accounts.  

Grants

Onondaga County WEP Suburban Green Improvement – Sewer Improvements

WEP has advised us that there is still $20,000 available to our 2013 project for sewer infrastructure repairs and improvements so we are adding work at Horton Place to this project. The Village applied for the next round of funding June 2017 for $250,000 for additional sewer main & manhole improvements.

Onondaga County Community Development – Park Pavilion
The Park Pavilion was not selected for funding but the striping for the tennis and basketball courts was.  This work will be done in the Spring, with formal award announcements made in the Fall. 

We will proceed with the Park Pavilion on our own as a commitment has been made with the ESM Carpentry program for their Fall semester for assistance in that project.

Projects

NYS EFC SSO Mitigation Phase 2, Contract 2 – Sanitary Sewer Improvements

Design work continues for the $1.5 million Clean Water SRF ($1,112,505 CWSRF low interest note and $370,835 grant) SSO Mitigation project. First reimbursement has been made by NYS and billings are current. 

Other Committees and Boards

Zoning – Last met in March 2016. 
Planning – Meeting August 14th.  Still awaiting more information from applicant 3Gi CNYIP at 380 Carr Street.  Work on Design Guidelines has stalled.
Safety – Comp Alliance (our Workers Comp carrier) conducted a risk review and annual property inspection on August 8th.  That went well but we will receive a formal report soon.  The Village will host the required training for four (4) areas: Bloodborne Pathogens; Right to Know; Sexual Harassment Awareness; and Workplace Violence Prevention on Thursday, October 19th. All Village employees, including Board members are required to complete this training. There will be two (2) sessions, morning and afternoon.

Deputy Mayor James E. Carr, Jr. asked if have received a copy of the final Fire Department audit. Dannible & McKee invoices have been paid totaling about $5000.

Parks Department – Director Tom Richardson

Swimming lessons –  Session 4 will begin on Monday, August 7th 

A Pizza Pool Party was held on July 25th. Approximately 50 people attended. A  DJ Music Party was held on Tuesday, July 12th 

There were several special events in park in July & August  including, opening park picnic, tie dye day, bubble gum hunt, Ice Cream day, Out of the cage pet mobile and Kite day, GC2 Tumble bus, Jeff the Magician The Wild.

TASTE OF EAST SYRACUSE – was held on Wednesday, August 2nd from 5 - 9.  Area businesses and organizations sold selling food. At 6:00 on main stage Mayor Robert T. Tackman defeated Wegman’s Chef Damien .Thank you to Wegmans for supplying food. 20 Celebrity Judges participated in the cook off. Organizations provided a bounce house, kiddy games, pony rides and face painting, Smoke House. Helping hounds will be on hand. Noisy Boys will provide entertainment. Mayor Tackman was on Bridge Street, Monday, July 31st  to promote the event.

The show Huff & Puff was held on Monday, July 24th at the Heman Street Community room. Thank you to Merry Go Round theater for a generous grant so the Village could provide this event free.

Concert Series – Wednesday evening concert series concluded with the Headphones on August 9th 

 An Outdoor movie will be held on August 16th at 8:15 at Ellis Field Park. The Batman Lego  Movie will be shown. Popcorn and refreshments will be served.

On Thursday, August 17th the Manlius Street Festival (Food Truck Rally) will take place at the ARC Building 216 W Manlius Street from 5:30 – 8:00.

Seniors have been keeping busy. Trips in July & August  included  Dinosaur Lunch Cruise, and the Camillus Park Canal Cruise, Mohegan Sun Poconos, senior Nutrition Day at the Market, Marcellus Park – August 15h  , Sate Fair – August 29th  Life is a Dream– September 6th 

East Syracuse Youth Day Picnic will be held on Saturday, August 26th at Ellis Field Park (10:00 – 2:00). Free back packs filled with supplies will be given out to all children that attend. Free food and entertainment will also be provided. 

Mayor Robert T. Tackman reported that the Pavilion project was not approved by Community Development but the Village will proceed.  Looking for other funding sources and a general contractor for project who will work with the ESM Carpentry students.

Motion – by Deputy Mayor Carr, seconded by Trustee Para – To approve a DJ/Pizza Pool Party on Friday, August 18th from noon to 2PM sponsored by generous donation from ESM Marching Band.

Polling the Board: All in favor.  Motion carried.

NEW BUSINESS

Motion – by Trustee Mattox, seconded by Trustee Wagner - To accept the resignation of Director of Code Enforcement Randy Capriotti effective September 1st.

Polling the Board: All in favor.  Motion carried.

Mayor Tackman reported that are in discussions with Village of Fayetteville to share code enforcement services. Trying to understand how much of a time commitment is needed to cover both department’s needs.
Appointment

Mayor Tackman appoints Lisa Wojtaszek to serve as Village Historian for one year term.

Polling the Board: All in favor.  Motion carried.

Recognized the work that Lisa has done in the past. She does a very good job!

Smart Watt/ National Grid LED conversion

Proposals are to convert Municipal Building and Hanlon Pool Building to LED.  DPW Garage replaced on their own this past year. Project a 33% energy saving with incentive/discounts from National Grid making the conversion very affordable. Will have no additional maintenance or repair costs for five (5) years. Propose paying in lump sum, for additional 5% savings.

Motion – by Trustee Mattox - To accept the proposal from Smart Watt/National Grid to convert the lights in the Municipal Building to LED. Total program cost is: $28,560.77 with National Grid incentive of $9632.95 for final overall cost (including prevailing rate wages) of $18,927.82.  This provides 33.73% energy savings or approximately $5951.01 per year and $495.92 per month.  5% discount if paid in lump sum $18,373.14 or 12 monthly payments of $1577.32.

Polling the Board: All in favor.  Motion carried.

Motion – by Trustee Mattox, seconded by Trustee Para -To accept the proposal from Smart Watt/National Grid to convert the lights in the Hanlon Pool Bathhouse to LED. Total program cost is: $5955.81 with National Grid incentive of $2004.13 for final overall cost (including prevailing rate wages) of $3951.68  This provides 33.65% energy savings or approximately $1238.10 per year and $103.18 per month.  5% discount if paid in lump sum $3850.34 or 12 monthly payments of $329.31.

Polling the Board: All in favor.  Motion carried.

Discussed the difficulty in finding good quality work boots for currently offered rate of $120. Feel unfair to ask employees to incur out of pocket expense for safety equipment. Considered allowing purchase twice a year – winter boots are insulated. Will also look into establishing an account with Red Wing. Proper work shoes for Building Maintenance will be approved by the department liaison (Trustee Mattox). 

Motion – by Trustee Wagner, seconded by Deputy Mayor Carr - To accept the revisions and amendment to the Employee Safety Guide initially adopted April 15, 1996 and amended in November 2000, including an increase in amount for annual safety work shoes/boots (purchase twice a year for maximum reimbursement of $200 each) and inclusion of Firehouse Caretakers.
Polling the Board: All in favor.  Motion carried.

Grant Application

Motion – by Trustee Wagner, seconded by Trustee Para -To proceed with the grant application for New York Main Street Technical Assistance for the 100 block of East Manlius Street (north and south) in the amount of $25,000.  Assistance is sought for feasibility analysis to provide the Village and property owners resources necessary to make informed decisions regarding rehabilitation projects, including building condition assessment.

Amend wage schedule for DPW
Discussed the situation where increased the starting rate to new hires and the impact on the last employee under old rate and DPW step program. Considering how to establish a fair rate to retain workers while recognizing experience and seniority.  DPW Superintendent Ron Russell noted that two employees were singled out for merit increases during budget discussions but was not approved at that time.  DPW Superintendent Russell reported that Brandon has assumed additional tasks and in assigned to train newer workers.

Deputy Mayor Carr asked that personnel matters be discussed in Executive Session.  

Motion – by Trustee Wagner, seconded by Trustee Mattox - To amend the 2017/2018 wage schedule for DPW Laborer Brandon Russell to increase wage rate to $15.80/hr. (from $15.30) effective immediately.

Polling the Board: Deputy Mayor Carr abstained with all other in favor.  Motion carried.

Motion – by Trustee Wagner, seconded by Trustee Para - To approve the offering program senior trip to Turning Stone Casino on Thursday, September 28th for adults 21+ years of age.  Cost for Village residents is $13, $15 for non-residents.  
Trip includes motor coach transportation (Quality Coach), $15 free play or $15 BINGO Bucks, and $5 lunch coupon.  22 spots will be reserved for Village residents, with 20 for non-residents. Pre-registration required.  Payment due at sign-up.  $5 fee charged for all refunds. No refund unless spot on bus can be filled.

Motion – by Trustee Para, seconded by Trustee Mattox -To approve the event Fall Festival on Saturday, September 23rd at ESE Field from 10AM to 2PM. There will be pony rides, bouncy house, fire trucks, and crafts.

DISCUSSION – Employee ID Badges
Trustee Mattox inquired where we were in the process of getting all employees ID Badges.  1st Assistant Chief Shields reports that the Fire Department has assigned accountability tags colored coated to members.  Has new personnel assigned to the machine.  He will provide a sample format and be available on Wednesday of this week to take photos.  Will arrange another evening date to get Board members and other employees not available then.

DISCUSSION – Firehouse Caretakers – New Hiring

Board is waiting recommendation from the Committee and Fire Council on staffing needs. In discussions with the Town of DeWitt and Chiefs are considering adding up to 3 more Caretakers. With more accurate actual accounting the Town is agreeable to supporting adding staff. Once the Board gets letter from Council can take steps to start process.
MAYOR’S REMARKS – Robert T. Tackman
· Welcomed a new business – Grooves Salon on West Manlius Street. Formerly located in Eastwood. Was featured in the Eagle Bulletin. 

· Mayor’s Association Skaneateles Dinner Cruise is Wednesday, August 22nd.

· Village Engineers O’Brien & Gere are submitting the proposed Neighborhood Park plan to American Planning Association competition.  Winners will be recognized in October.

· Met with Fulton Block Builders to learn more about their efforts to strengthen neighborhoods and revitalize homes.  They provide small matching grants for exterior housing improvements while encouraging neighbors to come together and build strong community bonds.  They will send more materials so we can see if we can do something similar here in the Village.

Asked if there was any interest in pursuing PEACE’s request to lease office space in the Municipal Building.  Board members feel this would not be a good fit. Propose space at St. Matthews school may be a better option.  The Mayor will let them know.

Reported on initial inventory by National Grid for the LED Streetlighting conversion project.  They have identified a few poles where we will receive a credit. 
DPW Superintendent Ron Russell expressed concerns about the number of double poles throughout the Village.  Understand that it is the last utility off the pole that is responsible for removing. Some create a hazard by making it difficult to see around (Division Street).      
Will compile an inventory and Mayor will contact Verizon and National Grid abut removal.
DPW Superintendent Ron Russell reports that have completed the stormwater drainage outflow inspection and there was no reportable pollution found.  The improvements to the system are working.
